Eternity





For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth on him should not perish, but have eternal life. (John 3:16)





     When you hear the phrase, “everlasting” or “eternal” life what is the mental picture that comes to your mind? For the most of us I am sure it is the thought of living forever in the presence of God, to enjoy the bliss of His promises and I believe that to be the proper conclusion. It is His promises that give us hope and our hope is based upon the fact that, according to Paul, God who made the promises can not lie. (Titus 1: 2) Based upon a belief in Jesus Christ as The Son of God that life, in God’s presence, is to be (aionios) of unending duration. The word “everlasting” strictly defines a duration of time, either that which has no beginning and will have no end (applicable to God only), or that which, having a beginning, will, henceforth exist forever (thus, beings created for immortality). It is a great joy to know that life with God is unending but have you given much thought to the fact that torment with Satan is unending also?


     When Jesus describes the final judgment of the Nations (Matt 25), He described the home of the righteous as a kingdom prepared from the foundation of the world, while the unrighteous are banished to eternal fire prepared (by God) for the Devil and his angels. The end of this matter is, the righteous inherit 


(aionios) eternal life and the wicked (aionios) eternal fire (vs. 46) and the only conclusion you can draw is, for as long as the godly enjoy heaven, the ungodly

Morals and the Christian

As our Lord prayed to the Father before He left this earth, He said of His disciples, "I have given them Your word, and the world has hated them because they are not of the world, just as I am not of the world.  I do not pray that you should take them out of the world, but that you should keep them from the evil one.  They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world" (John 17:14-16).  The Lord's followers are "in the world" but not "of the world."  They must be certain not to let the world's standards and practices "rub off" on them.








who turns to mediums and familiar spirits, to prostitute himself with them, I will set my face against that person and cut him off from among his people.  Consecrate yourselves therefore, and be holy, for I am the Lord your God'" (Leviticus 20:2-7).


Earlier, God said through Moses, "'For I am the Lord your God.  You shall therefore consecrate yourselves, and you shall be holy, for I am holy.  Neither shall you defile yourselves with any creeping thing that creeps on the earth.  For I am the Lord who brings you up out of the land of Egypt, to be your God.  You shall therefore be holy, for I am holy'" (Leviticus11: 44-45).


     God is holy.  We must be holy.  The apostle Peter alludes to this Old Testament statement of God's holiness when he writes to New Testament Christians in his first epistle: "Therefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and rest your hope fully upon the grace that is to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ: as obedient children, not conforming yourselves to the former lusts, as in your ignorance, but as He who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, because it is written, 'Be holy, for I am Holy

Ah Lord Jehovah! behold, thou hast made the heavens and the earth by thy great power and by thine outstretched arm; there is nothing too hard for thee, 


(Jer. 32:17) 
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will live in torment.  


   You may say, well and good, I believe all of that, but do you also know that there are bible scholars that have other ideas about Hell and the punishment of the wicked?


     In the academic world of religious theology there are three recognized and accepted views of Hell and they are growing in acceptance by many bible believing people. They are: 


1. Hell, the fire that “torments forever”. The idea presented above is correct as taught by the word of God.


2. Hell, the fire that “purifies”. teaches universal restoration to God and is based upon passages like, The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some count slackness; but is longsuffering to you-ward, not wishing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance. 


 (2 Peter 3:9)


3. Hell, the fire that “consumes”. It is based on passages like; “For the wages of sin is death;” (Rom. 6 23)


“but rather fear him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell”. 


  (Matt 10:28) and “our God is a consuming fire”. (Heb 12:29) The position is some will go to hell but only to be consumed and done away.


     Such views as two and three are but a perversion of scripture and a mockery of God and God will not be mocked. Hell is a place prepared by God to: render vengeance to them that know not God, and to them that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus: who shall suffer punishment, (even) eternal destruction from the face of the Lord and from the glory of his might, (2 Thess 1:8-9)


     Let us strive to live so that our eternity will be life with God.

Later as the apostle Paul wrote to the Corinthians, he stressed the same point, though in a little different fashion.  He taught that they should separate themselves and publicly mark those in the church who lived by the world's morals and ignored God's standards.  "I wrote to you in my epistle not to keep company with sexually immoral people.  Yet I certainly did not mean with the sexually immoral people of this world, or with the covetous, or extortioners, or idolaters, since then you would need to go out of the world.  But now I have written to you not to keep company with anyone named a brother, who is sexually immoral, or covetous, or an idolater, or a reviler, or a drunkard, or an extortioner--not even to eat with such a person" (1 Corinthians 5:9-11).  Clearly, Paul says it is impossible to live in the world and not have contact with worldly-minded people.  Think about that.  How could we convert people to Christ if we had no contact with them?  The fact is, we couldn't.  Yet at the same time, the same apostle warns us, "Be not deceived: Evil 








companionships corrupt good morals" (1 Corinthians 15:33, ASV).


The wise man in Proverbs writes, "Make no friendship with an angry man, and with a furious man do not go, lest you learn his ways and set a snare for your soul" (Proverbs 22:24-25).


     The Christian walks a fine line in life.  He is in the world.  He must have some association with those who are not Christians, who do not espouse God's morals and values.  But he must be ever conscious of the need to influence them for good instead of letting them influence him for evil.


      When Moses had led God's people, the Israelites, out of Egyptian bondage, God told him to tell them to keep aloof and separate from the idolatrous practices of their neighbors.  "You shall say to the children of Israel: 'whoever of the children of Israel, who gives any of his descendants to Molech [a false god], he shall surely be put to death. … I will set my face against that man, and will cut him off from his people because he has given some of his descendants to Molech, to defile My sanctuary and profane My 


holy name.  …And the person
