     We have all heard stories about little children who could not sleep at night, who kept waking up because they were afraid of the dark.  That may have happened in your house either to you when you were a child or to one of your children.  Perhaps you found a way to leave a light glowing in the hall or place a nightlight in the room.  Perhaps you also had a talk with your child about your being nearby in the next room and that there was nothing to fear.  Knowing you, I would also guess that in your talk, you reminded your child that God was always watching over her and that before she went to sleep, you would both pray asking Him to take care of her.


     In our story, Jesus was the one asleep.  I’m sure that was because He always trusted God, even when the greatest of storms were raging around Him.  The disciples included sturdy fishermen who were afraid of the storm.  Jesus asked them why they were so fearful.  He attributed it to their lack of sufficient faith to trust God to take care of them.


     But notice also what happened next.  Jesus turned to the storm.  He rebuked the wind and it ceased.  He spoke calling for peace on the sea and for the waters to stop churning and to be still.  Immediately, the storm quieted and all because calm.  Amazing!  And how did the disciples react?  Now they were terrified!  It seems that they were even more frightened by the power of Jesus over the natural elements than of the 








fears about our inabilities to cope with life, fears concerning the future sometimes grip us to the point that we fail to trust God to take care of us.  At the heart of worry, resentment, hatred, guilt, and almost every other negative emotion is fear.


And too often our fears are out of proportion to reality.  Someone made a trip to the beach and upon returning said, “I discovered I scream the same way whether I’m about to be devoured by a great white shark or if a piece of sea weed touches my foot.”


     Second, we need to be more in awe of the great power of God and His Son to bring about the Divine will in this world.  The way to conquer fear, according to Jesus, is faith.  It’s the only antidote.  And the only kind of faith that really matters is faith in Jesus Christ.   I think if He were here in our actual physical presence, He might ask the same question of us:  “Why are you so afraid?” … of living? Of acting out what you say you believe? Of dying? With this one who can calm the storms and stop the raging winds, what power can harm us.  Paul said, “We are more than conquerors through Him who loved us” and “who can separate us from the love of Christ?” (Rom. 8:31-39).

Why Are You So Fearful?

“A great windstorm arose, and the waves beat into the boat so that it was already filling.  But He was in the stern, asleep on a pillow.  They awoke Him and said to Him, ‘Teacher, do you not care that we are perishing?’  Then He arose and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, ‘Peace, be still!’  And the wind ceased and there was a great calm.  But he said to them, ‘Why are you so fearful? How is it that you have no faith?  And they feared exceedingly, and said to one another, ‘Who can this be that even the wind and the sea obey Him?’” (Mark 4:37-41).

     There are two great lessons for us in this story.  Perhaps there are even more, but these two especially stand out to me.


     First, we need to trust God more.  We should ask ourselves why we are so fearful.  The opposite of faith is fear.  And fear is at the heart of most of the problems we face.


     There was a commercial on television a few years back.  A car was in an accident and on its side.  The driver, a woman, was trapped inside and could not move.  She was frightened and in shock.  Suddenly, three young men came racing up to the scene on motor bikes.  They were dressed in leather jackets and gold chains around their necks.  Their ears were pierced and they were tattooed.  You just know what they’re going to do.  Right?  They are going to reach into that car, grab the lady’s purse, and run away leaving her to bleed to death inside the wrecked contortion of steel and glass.  But WRONG!  One of them sent the others for help and he stayed with the driver making her feel safe and telling her what to do until an ambulance arrived.  One would have thought it was another commercial about urban crime playing on peoples’ fears and calling for them to take more precautions.  Instead, it was promoting safety instruction manuals on how to help when you see an accident.


     Perhaps that just says that our fears often center in the negative emotions we have in our hearts.  Fears of other people, fears concerning our own inadequacies, 





Time Wasted?


For this reason we also thank God without ceasing, because when you received the word of God which you heard from us, you welcomed it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God, which also effectively works in you who believe. (1 Thess 2:13)


Sometimes we resist changes that would be beneficial. Because changes often require an admission of past failure, they make us uncomfortable. Called upon, for example, to change a major conviction or principle, an older person may back away: "To change, I'd have to admit that all these years I've been wrong, and that would mean that most of my life has been wasted!"


Sometimes, we're embarrassed that it took us so long to see what we should do. "If this was the right course of action, I would have seen it sooner" sounds like a reasonable objection, but it may be nothing more than the product of our stubborn pride.


At other times, we're embarrassed that it took us so long to do what we should. Often, there is no way to improve our conduct without drawing attention to the fact that our conduct needed to be improved. But again, we would do well to beware of pride. If we let pride keep us from moving forward, then we're being held back by one of the
