The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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It's true, of course, that by self-confidence we often mean little more than optimism, and optimism is certainly preferable to pessimism. But even here, our optimism needs to be grounded in what God can do, not what we can do. There is no doubt whatsoever as to the eventual outcome of the war between good and evil, and we need to confront our daily problems in the confidence that God's victory over His enemy is certain. The war has already been won.


Paul had to learn that God's strength "is made perfect in weakness," and we need to learn it too. Though it sounds contradictory, an admission of our weakness is the only way to be strong. Not only that, it's the only way to make progress. We can't really be useful to the Lord until our pride has been broken, perhaps by some lifelong "thorn in the flesh," and we've been helped to understand that God's grace is all we ever really have to have.

     Of course you know the wonderful teaching of Jesus when he told about a self-righteous Pharisee and a humble, self-effacing tax-collector who went up to the temple to pray.  The Pharisee prayed, “I thank you that I am not like other men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this tax collector.”  No doubt he reminded God often of the righteous things he did on a regular basis.  He said, “I fast twice a week; I give tithes of all I possess.”  Far away from the altar, the tax-collector bowed his head and humbly admitted he was a sinner.  Jesus said the Pharisee would be abased because he exalted himself; and on the other hand, the tax-collector was exalted because he had humbled himself.


     Our abilities and accomplishments will never merit our relationship to God.  Lloyd John Ogilvie is a Presbyterian minister who served as Chaplain of the United States Senate from 104th through 107th Congresses (1995-2003).  Ogilvie served as Senate Chaplain during significant events including the impeachment of President Bill Clinton; the attacks on 9/11; the anthrax attack in the Senate; and the contested Presidential election in 2000.  Ogilvie is identified with a phrase he used often in referring to the shortcomings of the powerful.  He called it the “gift of inadequacy.”  He said that it is easy to fall into self-congratulations and pride forgetting about God when you come into a position of prominence.  History reveals that most who have ruled nations have been overly arrogant!


     You see, this Pharisee was an otherwise good, upstanding citizen.  He was a pillar of society.  He seemed to.








When a new preacher arrived, he too noticed and went to her privately and asked if she was alright.  She said, “I know that I am a sinner and do not deserve the sacrifice of Jesus.  Every time I take the Lord’s Supper, I realize again how inadequate and sinful I am and it makes me cry.”


     We actually relate to and help others as well as ourselves when we are willing to confess our inadequacies.  James said, “Confess your trespasses to one another, and pray for one another, that you may be healed.  The effective fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much “(James 5:16).


Gail Godwin, the daughter of a minister in Virginia wrote about a college professor who was forced to take an early retirement because of an indiscretion.  He continued however to attend church and take communion.  Some of the members looked at him with prurient side glances as he passed.  Others were


almost too cordial to him.  The daughter of one of the members came home for a weekend and after services said to her father, “I was frankly surprised to see you-know-who take the Lord’s Supper.”  Her father, a good man who understood the Lord’s mission to save, looked at her and said, “Why, honey?  We need him.  We are blessed to have him.  This church has to take in sinners so we will realize who we are and why God sent His Son.  The Scripture says, ‘I am not come to call the righteous to repentance but sinners,’ and you-know-who said that.”  Someone else said, “The church is a hospital for sinners, not a museum for saints.”





					





A GIFT OF INADEQUACY

take his faith very seriously and he was dependable.  He not only kept the Law but he went beyond its requirements in his fasting and alms-giving.  From all appearances, he was the type of person most people would be proud to have in their community and church.


     But there was something missing in his life.  Something was wrong he didn’t realize.  He was missing the gift of inadequacy and therefore he was not giving God His supreme place in his life and in his prayer.  God wanted this man to recognize Divine grace.  He wanted truth and sincerity in his heart.  The Pharisee thought he could win God’s favor by his own accomplishments and merit his relationship with the Holy Being.  Instead, he was alienating himself from God and from others with his pride.  Like all others, he was inadequate before God!


     We must admit our inadequacies.  Now I am not talking about everyday human frailties.  I would certainly be inadequate to play for the Orlando Magic or the Dallas Cowboys.  I could never carve David like Michelangelo or compose Fur Elise like Beethoven.  Some inadequacies speak for themselves.


     We are talking about relationship with God.  I wish it were not true, but we are all sinners and we need to admit it.  “If we way that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.”  Understanding our inadequacy is a prelude to grace.


     A woman in a small town in Pennsylvania’s depressed coal region cried real, sincere tears each Sunday as she partook of the communion.  Although she wept quietly, the members of the congregations had realized it for years.  








Are We Willing to Be Weak?


And He said to me, "My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness." Therefore most gladly I will rather boast in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. (2 Cor. 12:9)


Often we have no choice but to tolerate weakness for a while, but we're not content to remain weak for very long. If we have deficiencies or inadequacies, we want them removed as quickly as possible. We don't like being weak. And we adopt an almost demanding attitude about the matter: God had better get rid of our neediness! In our lexicon, "dependency" is the ultimate bad word, and "self-confidence" is the ultimate good one. If serving Him leaves us still weak and needy, what good is God?


Spiritually speaking, however, the attitude we call "self-confidence" can be a dangerous thing. What feels like strength may be little more than pride. If we're not careful, we can fall into the error of thinking that we're getting by on our own. As long as the good times roll, we can deceive ourselves into thinking that we need no help. Yet without God, we would perish in an instant, and it's sinful to forget that fact. Not only is it sinful, it's ridiculous. If we ever suppose that we can get by without God's help, then we are simply, and quite seriously, out of touch with reality
