And yet, the people were continuing to come to the temple and offer their sacrifices, evidently supposing that these would be pleasing to God. Perhaps they even thought these sacrifices would compensate for their disobedience and would make them "religious" people.

When you spread out your hands, I will hide My eyes from you; even though you make many prayers, I will not hear. Your hands are full of blood. Wash yourselves, make yourselves clean" (Isaiah 1:12,13,15,16). Thus true worship requires a good deal more than ritual; it requires the true turning of a penitent heart toward its God.


If worship does not change us, it has not been worship. To stand before the Holy One of eternity is to change. Worship begins in holy expectancy; it ends in holy obedience.

     There is no question that our nation is facing a crisis of ethics.  The government is aware of its own problems, and ethics committees and investigators abound.  In universities every school has its course in ethics: ethics for lawyers, bankers, doctors, and all the rest.


     According to the dictionary, ethics involves behavior and the standard by which behavior is judged.  There are only two standards possible: human wisdom or divine wisdom.


     A government interpreting freedom of religion to mean “freedom from religion” cannot possibly turn to revealed divine wisdom as the standard.  Universities dare not do so if they wish to maintain their standing in the intellectual community.  All they are left with, therefore, is human wisdom.


     But whose?  The majority’s?  Is a thing right or wrong because a majority accept or reject it?  If a race that is in the majority determines to exterminate another race, does that make it ethical?  Is government the final arbiter of right and wrong?  Does government approval give a dictator the right to trample the rights of citizens?  What right have educators to set themselves up as a standard?


     The only plausible answer to these questions is that every man must do “what is right in his own eyes.”  This is the philosophy to which our nation is gradually turning.  This is anarchy and its consequences are already shaking the very foundations of our society.


     If human wisdom is insufficient, we must turn to divine wisdom.  The scriptures provide us with the only reliable revelation of that wisdom.  Most of us will readily agree with what has 


been said as it applies to governments and to the professions.  But to what extent are we willing to apply these 








command if it is to be considered valid.  This is judging the words of Jesus rather than allowing His words to judge us (John 12:48).


     Abraham became the father of the faithful by obeying God, even when obedience seemed unreasonable.   This has always been the true test of obedience.


     True obedience will cause us to be truthful (Ephesians 4:25) even when it appears unwise to be so.  It will cause us to respect the teaching of Jesus in Matthew 19:9, even when it seems unfair.  It will demand that, in view of 1 Corinthians 6:9-10, we consider homosexuality sin regardless of our sympathy with the sinner or respect for current social values.  It demands that we deny self and put God and others first, even if we are ridiculed for doing so.  It means adhering to New Testament teaching regarding the church and salvation, even if the whole world insists that there are better ways.


Time vs. Eternity


     I’m sure there were some temporary benefits to the rich young ruler in remaining rich.  At the same time, there was sadness (Mark 10:22), and much more seriously, failure to obtain the eternal life that he was seeking.


     In verses that followed this story, however, Jesus described the compensations he would have received even in this life, together with persecution, but added those most significant words: “in the end, eternal life” (Mark 10:28-30).


     The same faith that causes us to submit unconditionally to the wisdom and authority of God provides us with the assurance of God’s favor that is our greatest comfort in this life and our only hope for the life to come.

The Rich Young Ruler


     The rich young ruler must have been shocked when Jesus told him to go and sell all he had and give it to the poor (Mark 10:21).  Most of us have also been shocked, and have felt that we just might have done the same thing the young man did.


     After all, every rational consideration would encourage refusal to do what Jesus said.  The culture of that day, and of ours, rated a man’s worth by what he possessed.  The religion of that day reasoned that if a man was prosperous it was evidence of God’s approval, while poverty indicated the opposite.  It is considered axiomatic that an individual has a right to what he has obtained honestly and there is no evidence of any dishonesty on his part.  No doubt this young man’s self-esteem was based in part on his wealth and if he sacrificed that how could he “feel good about himself”?  Furthermore, God wants us to be happy, and how could he be happy if he gave up everything he had?  The whole concept was on the face of it unreasonable!


Preachers vs. Jesus


     I think most preachers, including myself, have made some effort to rationalize what Jesus asked.  Jesus did not.


     Jesus was aware of all of the considerations that seemed to forbid the young man’s obedience. But Jesus did not reason with him.  He had called Jesus “good”—acknowledging Him as God.  If Jesus was God, then that was all that was necessary to make His instructions imperative—reasonable or unreasonable.


     When we try to rationalize the instructions of Jesus to the rich young ruler or to ourselves, we are falling into the same trap as our society.  We feel that we must understand the reason for a 











The Integrity of True Worship


The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination to the Lord, But the prayer of the upright is His delight.        (Proverbs 15:8)


In order for our worship to honor God, it must be consistent with the lives that we lead when we're not worshiping. There must be integrity in our worship: unity or consistency between our worship and our character. If we disregard God in our hearts so that our daily lives are disobedient, then our worship is nothing but offensive to God. As the text above indicates, "The sacrifice of the wicked is an abomination to the Lord." A similar proverb puts it this way: "One who turns away his ear from hearing the law, even his prayer is an abomination" (Proverbs 28:9). These and all other such statements in the Scriptures should arrest our attention. God is not pleased by the mere mechanical performance of certain acts of worship. Such acts are acceptable only when they are part of a life that is worshipfully obedient.





It is perhaps difficult to see when there is inconsistency between our own lives and our worship, but we are often shocked when we see in the lives of others just how inconsistent human beings can be. In Isaiah's day, for example, the people of Judah had become.
