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dignity of women is being tossed like a dice. I had planned to stay off commenting on these things, until I came across an article entitled “More men taking wives' last names" (USA Today.com), I was sad but was not shocked. Then I asked myself was this the plan of God? Obviously, No!


     God purposely structured families to put man as the head (1 Corinthians 11:3). Bearing your wife's last name is against God's plan for women to submit to their husband (1Cor 14:34).     In our world, just as it was in the psalmist’s, there are many things which may distract our service to God.  Notice that the psalmist prayed for a “united” heart (verse 11) and a “whole” heart (verse 12).


    God wants us to put Him first in our lives.  If we are not careful, we may fall into the pattern of serving Him with a divided interest rather than the “whole-heart” service He desires.  Let’s take note of some common things in our time that vie for attention and can, if we are not careful, distract us from complete service to our Creator.


1.  Riches—the things of this world—compete for our attention.  In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus warned, “Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon the earth, where moth and rust consume, and where thieves break through and steal:  for where thy treasure is, there will thy heart be also.  The lamp of the body is the eye: if therefore thine eye be single, thy whole body shall be full of light.  But if thine eye be evil, thy whole body shall be full of darkness…. No man can serve two masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or else he will hold to one, and despise the other.  Ye cannot serve God and mammon” (Matt. 6:19-24).


     Notice that the Lord spoke of “singleness” of the eye.  Our eye is “single” when it focuses on one 








Titus 3: 3 Hebrews11:25).


3.  Putting self first by following our own interests will distract us from properly serving the Lord.  God’s prophet, Haggai, rebuked the Lord’s people of his time for putting their own interests above the Lord’s:  “This people say, It is not the time for us to come, the time for Jehovah’s house to be built.  Then came the word of Jehovah by Haggai the prophet, saying, Is it a time for you yourselves to dwell in your ceiled houses, while this house lieth in waste?”  (Haggai 1:2-4).  They were living comfortably in their own houses while the Lord’s house (Temple) was in shambles.  It is awfully easy in our luxurious society to become to comfortable to make any sacrifices in serving the Lord.  (See also Matthew 22:37; Luke 9:23-25; Matthew 6:33.)


     If we are not determined to serve the Lord with a “whole heart,” the result will be that we will lose our souls!  You see, if we allow ourselves to be distracted in our devotion, worship and service to God, we will become unfaithful.  “If then ye were raised together with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is, seated on the right hand of God.  Set your mind on the things that are above, not on the things that are upon the earth.  For ye died, and your life is hid with Christ in God” (Colossians 3:1-3).  Let us put this psalm into practice by serving God with a united heart.

thing.  If we begin to concentrate our time and attention on the world and its things, we cannot focus on God as we should.  (See the additional warning Jesus gives in the Parable of the Rich Fool in Luke 12:15-21).


     If we do not serve God with a “whole heart,” we will become as the one Jesus described in the Parable of the Soils:  “And he that was sown among the thorns, this is he that heareth the word; and the care of the world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful” (Matthew 13:22).  Indeed, there is an inherent danger in things, for they can lead a man to push God out of his life.


2.  The pursuit of pleasure will keep one from serving God with a whole heart.  The world thinks life is one big party, and they beckon us to join them.  However, Isaiah issued this warning:  “Woe unto them that rise up early in the morning, that they may follow strong drink; that tarry late into the night, till wine inflames them!  And the harp and the lute, the tabret and the pipe, and wine are in their feasts; but they regard not the work of Jehovah, neither have they considered the operation of his hands” (Isaiah 5:11-12).  Do you see what chasing pleasure will do to a man?  It will cause him to not “regard Jehovah” as he should.  (See also Isaiah 47:8-10; 1 Timothy 5:6; 2 Timothy 3:1, 4-5; 4:10)





                   “SHE IS A WOMAN


     When you feel hopeless, pray to God and then talk to a woman. These were inspiring words I heard from an old lady some years ago, however, today our society is stripping off the God given dignity and the power of women.


     Women are one of the most wonderful things of God's creation and a true blessing to grace the earth. One of my favorite quotes is from Dr. James Emman Kwegyir Aggrey. He said “If you educate a man you simply educate an individual, but if you educate a woman, you educate a family.” God has carefully placed women to help build and structure our society (Gen 2:18). They are the engine of morality, performance and every possible good thing.


     In various parts of the bible God used women to play significant roles: Women were the first to notice the resurrection of Jesus ( Luke 24); The gospel was first introduced to the gentiles through the Samaritan woman ( John 4) , the Lord called His church , " elect lady and her children" (2 John 1:1) and many other examples.
