Doing Right





To him therefore that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin. (James 4:17)


     Why should we not consider doing right just because it is right? Oscar Wilde once wrote, "When a man is old enough to do wrong he should be old enough to do right also". The essence of Mr. Wilde's statement is that doing wrong or doing right is a matter of choice and not a mindless happening. That is certainly a statement of bible truth.  When someone engages in sin with the idea that they have no choice otherwise, they fool themselves. 


     The propensity to sin is natural because it is the lust of the flesh, lust of the eye, and the pride of life that lure us into sin.  Paul knew all to well when he wrote," For I know that in me, that is, in my flesh, dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me, but to do that which is good (is) not. For the good which I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I practice. (Rom. 7:18-19) One of the ironies of doing wrong is that almost everyone old enough to know better, knows when they are doing something wrong. We may not admit it but we know. The solution then is to know how and when to say no to sin and do it.


     When man asks, what does God expect of me? He sent his Son into the world, born of woman, to be the perfect example. Although

cause Paul writes:  “And be not conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God” (Romans 12:2).


 Having told these disciples to “present’ their bodies as “living sacrifice,” such being their “reasonable service” (Romans 12:1), Paul now expresses two imperatives which explain what this reasonable service really requires.  By not outwardly conforming to the world but being inwardly transformed, there exists a consistency between the inner man and the outer man.  One simply cannot present his body a “living sacrifice” and conform to this world.  Those claiming fellowship with God while walking in darkness are liars, and do not the truth (1 John 1:6).  And while many seem to think they can remain “unspotted from the world” amid the worldly, they cannot.  It is impossible to run with the world and walk with the Lord.


     But nonconformity with the world is not all that’s essential, for one must be “transformed by the renewing of your mind.”  Paul uses the present tense implying this transformation is a continual action.  It begins with our conversion to the Lord and is to advance throughout life.  It’s a process which only completes itself in death.  Such renewal of the mind or inward man must occur on a daily basis, “while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen.   For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things     








     When one is converted to the Lord the change is substantial.  It begins with a transformation that first occurs in the heart as we determine to turn from wrong to right, but quickly manifests itself outwardly in our behavior.  This metamorphosis is the result of the most basic of all realizations:  our mortality.


     The prospect of leaving this world is a fundamental motive of obedience and one which every child of God understands.  The desire to go and be with the Lord causes us to view our life here on earth as temporary.  Such is consistent with the teachings of Christ, as He said of His disciples:  “They are not of the world, just as I am not of the world” (John 17:14).  This desire to be with the Lord prompts us to be as the Lord.  And so, “we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory (2 Corinthians 3:18).


     It is this transformation that sets apart the child of God from the world around him.  Yet the bombardment of carnality upon man in this physical existence is relentless.  This carnal appeal never dissipates, but is always present.  Satan sees to that.  Understanding this, Jesus said, “I do not pray that You take them out of the world, but that You keep them from the evil one” (John 17:15).  Satan is constantly trying to pull us back into the mire from which we were delivered—to change us back 


into what we once were.  For this

 without sin.. (Heb. 4:15). The very fact that He could be tempted bespeaks His human nature and it was his human nature that turned from sin.


But how did Jesus resist in all things? The answer lies in His will to please the Father and not himself. When He was tempted of Satan (and the temptations were great) each temptation was countered with an "it is written". His ability to resist temptation as a man was because of a knowledge of the Father's will and a desire to follow it.


     Whether we realize it or not we have that same ability if we will only take it. Paul gives this assurance, 


" There hath no temptation taken you but such as man can bear (1 Cor. 10:13). That escape, my friend, is in the knowledge of God and a desire to please Him. In a cry of despair Paul said, "Wretched man that I am! Who shall deliver me out of the body of this death?  I thank God (for the answer) through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then I of myself with the mind, indeed, serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin". (Rom 7:24-25) This neither condones nor excuses sin but wakes us up to face the facts. Sin is in our life and we must resist it at all cost. 


     Let each of us strive to follow the example of Jesus to resist sin in our life, and call upon the mercy of the Father through repentance when we fail.

which are not seen are eternal”    (2 Corinthians 4:16-18).


     Herein lies the key.  We must keep our sight squarely fixed upon heaven every day we’re on this earth. ”Set your mind on the things above, not on things on the earth” (Colossians 3:2).  With our mind set upon spiritual and eternal things, conformity to this world is impossible.  And although we live in the world, we are not of the world, since our renewed mind no longer thinks, understands nor judges as it once did. The appeal of things carnal no longer measures up but wanes by comparison to that eternal weight of glory.  Indeed, “our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly wait for the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body that it may be conformed to His glorious body” (Philippians 3:20,21).  It is this conformation “to His glorious body” that we seek, not conformation to the world.  The two are incongruent, and as such, conformation to this world will nullify all hope of being conformed to His glory either now or when He returns.


“Therefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to the end for the grace that is to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ, as obedient children, not conforming yourselves to the former lusts, as in your ignorance; but as He who has called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, because it is written, ‘Be holy’ for I am holy’” (1 Peter 1:12-16).
