“seeing that his divine power hath granted unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him that called us by his own glory and virtue; (2 Peter 1:3). And it is enough to make us complete unto every good work. (II Tim. 3:16-17) The humanistic philosophy that nothing is wrong (sin) of itself speaks clearly that man wants no part of God except perhaps when he is in a crisis. 


     On a favorite TV show, “Deadliest Catch” a fisherman was telling his harrowing experience of being awash in the North Atlantic after the boat he was on sank in the middle of the night. He told of how frightened he was that he may not see daylight again and said, “I am not a religious man (interrupted) I’m not a religious man but I asked for some help (finger pointing upward) that night. It was obvious, however, that nothing in his life had changed toward God since being rescued from certain death in that watery grave.


     Jesus put His finger on the heart of the matter when He said, “And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil. For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest his deeds should be reproved.


(John 3:19-20)

     The Bible presents a number of analogies and comparisons to the aviary creatures which illustrate truisms about God’s care for His people.  Isaiah pictures the birds flying about with their wings outstretched to demonstrate that God was watching over Jerusalem.  Notice the protecting verbs in this passage:  “defending,”  “deliver,” “passing over,” and “preserve.”  God, in like manner, is looking after us.


     A friend of mine recently showed me an advertisement for a key ring.  It had flying geese on it.  I was interested in the lessons the ad suggested and made some notes at the time, but I did not intend to purchase and do not now remember if I even saw the source.  With that in mind, look with me at four lessons we learn from the geese:


     It is absolutely beautiful to see people working together harmoniously.  Have you looked up into the sky and been amazed at the perfect symmetry of a flock of geese flying in formation?  How do birds do that so perfectly and consistently?  Do you imagine that without God’s 


having put the natural instinct within them, they would get together and plan to do that?  What a gorgeous sight that is!








Geese flying together in formation reach their common goal much more quickly.


     Isn’t that like the church of our Lord?  Churches in which all the members are committed to working together and positively moving toward common goals grow and do well.  Paul encouraged us to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.  He gave us seven basic items on which if we agree we will maintain common direction:  one body, one Spirit, one hope of your calling, one Lord, one faith, one baptism, and one God 


(Eph. 4:1-6).  The prophet of old asked, “Can two walk together except they be agreed?”  


(Amos 3:3).


     Unity is encouraging and motivating.  The geese at the rear honk to encourage those up front to keep up their speed.  Did you know that when the lead goose gets tired, it rotates back into formation and another goose flies at the head.  And I am told that when a goose gets sick or wounded and falls, one or more of the other geese go to it and stay with until it either revives or dies.  Then they take their place back in formation or join another flock.





We need help from time to time.  We must stand by our fellow Christians in difficult times.  Paul said, “As you have opportunity do good unto all men, especially to those of the household of faith” (Gal. 6:10).








					








Like Birds Flying About?

     The Psalmist said, “Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity!”  (Psalms 133:1).  Nothing is more beautiful than to see a church united and loving the fellowship in Christ.  We must always work to maintain that here.

     People succeed when there is common direction and purpose.  If you think about geese flying in V-formation, you think of birds soaring together toward a particular destination.  





A REAL AND PERSONAL GOD?





Woe unto them that are wise in their own eyes, and prudent in their own sight! (Isa 5:21)





On the news the other morning there was a report (and I don’t know what this has to do with news) of a survey conducted by some study group, on the public’s belief in God. The survey revealed that only 51% believed in a “real and personal God”. It also stated that of this group who believe, almost all believed that those who believe in gods other than theirs had as much chance of being saved as they do. (Ironically that is true)


     It is a sad commentary on our society when 49% of it has no belief in God or knowledge of Him.  It is compounded when most of the remaining 51% have no faith in the Sovereignty of God. The premise of such a belief is, “I have my God who is personable to my needs and you can have yours”, rather than a God who by His very nature demands that I conform my life to his will. Paul said to the Ephesians, “Be ye therefore imitators of God, as beloved children;” (Eph 5:1).  One can only wonder what has changed. 


     Although statistics say that the numbers have not changed much over the years, I don’t believe it. I know that most of the people that I grew up with along with their parents had an active and regular worship life, be it right or wrong. They had an honest respect for God and His word and knew the difference between right and wrong as it relates to that word.


     But just what has kept so many people from 


acknowledging God as creator and Sovereign Lord?
