Not Forsaking





"and let us consider one another to provoke unto love and good works; not forsaking our own assembling together, as the custom of some is, but exhorting (one another); and so much the more, as ye see the day drawing nigh."  (Heb. 10:24-25)





     Is it really important to assemble as children of God every first day of the week? Many people think not as was the case when the Hebrew writer penned these words. For whatever reason some choose not to assemble but the scripture is quite clear. 


     There are those who have argued that the word rendered here as "assembling" means the "society of Christians" i.e. the church, and the object of the writer is to urge them not to apostatize from the Lord. The word, however, is not used in this sense in the New Testament but is used several times to refer to a "gathering together". (II Thess. 2:1; Matt. 23:37; Mk. 1:33) The command is to assemble together to worship God and it is an important duty of Christians to do so. It is also implied that there is blame or fault when this is neglected. 


     Only when we truly understand what is involved in our worshiping together will we realize why it is so important. We assemble to sing, pray, study, give of our means and proclaim the Lord's death till He comes again. All of these acts of worship are done in obedience to a direct command or the example of New Testament Christians. While honor and glory to God is its focus, these acts are to provoke us to love and good works. By them we exhort each other to be conformed to the image of Christ. (Rom. 8: 29)

(Who has not thanked God because on hindsight, he realized that it would have been detrimental to him if God had granted his request? We must realize that God "knows the things you have need of before you ask". (Matt. 6: 8) and just as earthly fathers do not grant every request, our heavenly Father does not also but gives us what we need. (Matt. 7: 8-11)


     Our faith is not simply in the power of faith, but in the power of God. "Faith as a mustard seed" will remove "mountains". (Matt 17: 20) No not literal mountains, but strong obstacles that get in our way. Are you having trouble forgiving your brother? Prayer with just a little faith in God who "demonstrated His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us" (Rom. 5: 8) will help you over the mountain. Are you having a problem loving your companion? Prayer and a little faith in Christ who gave himself for His bride will help you understand true love. Are you having a problem with some bad habit or addiction? It can not be too deep-seated for prayer in faith to a mountain moving God.


     We do need to increase our faith but the power of prayer is not in the act of believing but the object believed.


The effectiveness of our prayer is determined but a little faith in a Great God.








					





4. We must ask according to His will. "Now this is the confidence we have in Him, that if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. (Jn. 5: 14) Our attitude must always be, "If the Lord wills". (Js. 4: 15)


     How can we pray "in faith", and yet have the attitude "if the Lord wills"? First we must examine God's will and conform our request to His revelation. James illustrates the power of prayer by Elijah, who prayed for a famine, and then for rain.  (Js. 5: 17-18) God answered his prayer not only because of Elijah's faith but because it was His will. Moses had written: "Take heed to yourselves, lest your heart be deceived, and ye turn aside, and serve other gods, and worship them; and the anger of Jehovah be kindled against you, and he shut up the heavens, so that there shall be no rain, and the land shall not yield its fruit; and ye perish quickly from off the good land which Jehovah giveth you".  (Deut. 11: 16-17)


Our difficulty is that we do not always know what God wills in a specific situation. (Who has not thanked God because on hindsight, he realized that it would have been detrimental to him if God had granted his request? We must realize that God "knows the things you have need of before you ask". (Matt. 6: 8) and just as earthly fathers do not grant every request, our heavenly Father does not also but gives us what we need. Are you having trouble forgiving





     When Jesus told His disciples "If your brother sin against you, rebuke him and if he repent, forgive him. And if he sins against you seven times in a day and seven times in a day returns to you saying, I repent, you shall forgive him". the disciples said "Lord increase our faith". (Lk. 17: 3-5) We some times use this story to talk about the need for a strong faith, but Jesus said it would not take much faith! "If you have faith as a mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, be pulled up by the roots and be planted in the sea and it would obey you". (Vs. 6) The emphasis is not on their powerful faith, but a little faith in a powerful God! That is comforting.


     There are at least four things that are involved in praying "in faith". 1. We must believe that "God is and that He is the rewarder of them that diligently seek Him". (Heb. 11: 6) An infidel should make no request of God, and a failure to pray is a step toward infidelity (Rom. 1: 21) 2. We must believe what God says about prayer. Some think that since the days of miracles are over that God cannot answer prayers. Though we may not understand God's providence, we can believe that God will answer prayers because He promised to do so.


3. We must believe that we need what we request and that God can give it. Whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them". (Mk. 11: 24) James said one who doubts "is like a wave of the sea driven and tossed by the wind. For let not that man suppose that he will receive any thing from the Lord; he is a double-

Conditions of Effectual Prayer: Faith

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We must understand that in this sense they cannot be done outside the assembly of Saints. 


     Assembling together as saints is not some social event but a conscious act of worship. It is an expression of the covenant that we have with a living God. Jesus said, " But the hour cometh, and now is when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and truth: for such doth the Father seek to be his worshippers. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship in spirit and truth." (Jn. 4: 23-24) The emphasis is "in spirit and truth" and to try to worship in some setting that does not adhere to "spirit and truth" is false worship.


     In contrast to one who set at naught Moses' law the writer says, " of how much sorer punishment, think ye, shall he be judged worthy, who hath trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant wherewith he was sanctified an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace? 


(Heb 10: 29)


     Rather than a discretionary matter along with other things we want to do, may we all come to see "worship together" as a blessing not to be forsaken.
