The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)

     This question is very similar to another:  “Can I be sure my wrist watch will give me the right time?  If you were asked this question you would answer, “That depends on whether it is working properly and whether it is set properly.”  This is also a good answer to the question regarding the conscience as a safe guide.


Is it working properly?


     A watch when neglected will cease to function.  The conscience will do the same.  The conscience is that part of us that makes us feel good when we have done what we believe is right.  It also makes us feel restless and guilty when we have done what we believe is wrong.  If, in spite of this guilty feeling, we continue doing wrong, our conscience will grow weaker and will soon cease to punish us completely.  The Bible calls such a conscience “seared” (1 Timothy 4:2) and “defiled” (Titus 1:15).  It is this condition that permits many people to practice evil things with no concern.  Such a conscience is no guide at all; it is dead.


Is it set properly?


     This, too, is important.  A splendid watch in perfect running order could cause us to miss a plane or an appointment if it has been set by incorrect time.  Regardless of its value, it cannot correct a wrong setting.  So it is with our conscience.  It is set according to our beliefs.  It simply commends us for what we believe is right, or it condemns us when we do what we believe is wrong. It will not correct mistaken beliefs.  Consequently, if our beliefs are right, our consciences will lead us right; if our beliefs are wrong, it will lead us wrong.











because of your food, you are no longer walking in love.  Do not destroy with your food the one for whom Christ died” (Romans 14:14, 15).  We must never use ridicule, social pressure, or force of any kind to encourage anyone to do anything for which his conscience would condemn him.  This includes parents, preachers, elders, and all others in position to affect the conduct of others.  A person must see the truth for himself before being expected to act upon it.


The infallible standard


     Many of us make it a practice to check our watches whenever we hear a tone on the radio or pass by a clock that we know to be accurate.   This is what we must do with our consciences.  God’s word is the only infallible standard of right and wrong.  Not one of us can say that we have learned all truth and are right in every conviction. All of us are susceptible to the influences of family traditions, of the doctrines and beliefs of respected men, of the social and cultural values and practices of our generation, and of other human influences.  Consequently, we need to be constantly studying God’s word on every subject, constantly comparing our convictions with its teaching, and constantly adjusting our beliefs to harmonize with its message.  To do otherwise is to run the risk of letting our consciences lead us to be lost.

Can I Be Sure My Conscience Will Lead Me Right?

     As an example, note Saul of Tarsus.  He believed it was right to persecute Christians.  He said, “I myself thought I must do many things contrary to the name of Jesus of Nazareth” (Acts 26:9).  When he did this, his conscience approved (Acts 23:1), yet, at that very time he was the chief of sinners (1 Timothy 1:15).  His conscience led him wrong because he believed wrong.


I must follow it regardless


     Though an improperly set conscience may lead us wrong, we have no choice but to act in harmony with it.  Violating a conscience, even when it is wrongly set, may damage it to the point that it will not respond to truth when the truth is heard.  Paul’s sensitive conscience, protected by a lifetime of careful respect, was doubtless the reason that he responded instantly to the truth when he learned it.  His statement in Acts 23:1 that he had “lived in all good conscience before God until this day” included both the times when he persecuted Christ and the times when he lived for Christ.  Just a few days later he stated his continuing purpose:  “I myself always strive to have a conscience without offense toward God and men” (Acts 24:16).


     To violate the conscience under any circumstances is a serious mistake.  It is a sin even if the thing the conscience opposes is innocent (Romans 14:23).  This makes it a very serious matter for us to encourage anyone to act contrary to his conscience, even if we believe he is wrong.  To do so is to cause him to sin. Paul wrote, “I know and am 


convinced by the Lord Jesus that there is nothing unclean of itself, but to him who considers anything to be unclean, to him it is unclean.  But if your brother is offended

    In 1453 the city of Constantinople (modern Istanbul, Turkey) was besieged by Muslim Turks.  The mighty Byzantine capitol had resisted invasion for nearly a thousand years; and like the armies before them, the Turks could not break through the city’s defenses.  Then one day some soldiers found a tiny entryway in the city wall that had been left unlocked and unguarded.  Quickly the Turks poured through the opening and stormed the town.  The last stronghold of a great empire fell, and the Muslims were poised to invade Europe—all because somebody left a door open.


     I’ve often wondered about the fellow who was supposed to lock that door.  Maybe he just forgot.  Maybe he thought it was someone else’s turn.  Maybe he was lazy and figured the Turks would never find that door anyway.  Maybe he lost the key.  In any case, his single careless act altered the course of history.


     One verse of a popular hymn says, “Leave no unguarded place, no weakness of the soul.”  The song calls to mind familiar admonitions of the New Testament.
