    Of course, what the lame man did (and what many of the others did) was the exact opposite of what Jesus asked of him.  “He went out and began to proclaim it freely and to spread the matter.”  Perhaps there is a lesson for us in this. A Reluctant Celebrity

“’See that you say nothing to anyone; but go your way, show yourself to the priest, and offer for your cleansing those things which Moses commanded, as a testimony to them.’ However, he went out and began to proclaim it freely and to spread the matter, so that Jesus could no longer openly enter the city, but was outside in deserted places; and they came to Him from every direction.” (Mark 1:44-45)








It doesn’t even seem to keep fleas off our dog, and if being a celebrity doesn’t give one an advantage over fleas, then I guess there can’t be much in it after all.”  Healing people’s bodies and relieving their earthly infirmities would not alleviate their most pressing need, reconciliation with God.  Jesus had to “keep His eye on the ball” (as we sometimes put it when considering primary objectives).


     Among a number of potential reasons for Jesus telling this man to “say nothing,” may well be that Jesus was not interested in just being a celebrity.  Nine times in the gospels, particularly in the Gospel of Mark, Jesus tells people to keep quiet about who He is or what He has done for them.  For example, Jesus raised Jairus’ daughter from the dead.  That was one of the most amazing miracles in history.  Then what did He do?  He gave strict orders not to let anyone know about it (Mark 5:35-43).  Of course, the word spread rapidly.


     On another occasion, Jesus healed a man who could not speak or hear.  Then he told the man not to tell anyone.  How could a person who had been deaf and mute and now could hear and talk not tell anyone how he could do what he had never been able to do before?  How could he not tell how Jesus has changed his life?


     And it was not just the people Jesus healed.  He told His disciples on at least one occasion not to tell anyone that He was the Christ (Matt. 16:20).  And again, following His spectacular transfiguration, the Scripture says, “As they were coming

And he that was sown among the thorns, this is he that heareth the word; and the care of the world, and the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word, and he becometh unfruitful. (Matt 13:22)


    The seed falling among the thorns refers to someone who hears the word, but the worries of this life and the deceitfulness of wealth choke the word, making it unfruitful.�     A man's house was on fire; he quickly picked up his phone and rushed out of the house to call the police. Silly, isn't it? Why not call the fire service first? He called the police because he wanted to forestall any possible looting. Yes, he thought of his things. But alas, by the time the firemen got to the scene, the police officers had long been present, his house and all that was in it had been burned up by the fire.�      Thus is the fate of all those who ask God for material things when they don’t have any spiritual possessions.  Most of human psychological make up is to protect the earthly things that we have and unfortunately, Christians are no different. The bible teaches us to fix our minds on heavenly things. How can we know that we are not calling for the wrong things to the destruction of our hope of heaven?�     Let’s remember these things.
