    When I was a young boy, I grew up wondering why anyone would be compelled to study history, much less want to. As I grew older and wiser I came to understand that they are looking to know the future. We come to understand that the adage, “if we do not learn from history it is bound to repeat itself”, is a real truism. This could not be truer than in the Lord’s Church.


     In 1809 a young Presbyterian preacher, Alexander Campbell, joined his father in America to preach for the Presbyterian synod. Having a distaste for creeds, he enjoyed with his father the spirit of the great slogan: "Where the Scriptures speak, we speak; where the Scriptures are silent, we are silent." Following this motto, he soon began to doubt many of the religious theories to which he formally adhered. (trm.com/cmbla.htm) Thus began the restoration movement in America. Although labeled as the founder of the Church of Christ (called Campbellites) there is no historical record of him starting anything. As did Campbell, men began to see the bible as their guide and the word of God as their supreme authority. With the soundness of this practice, the church began to flourish across America. (see church history in the 21st century) 


    It was not long, however, before progressive thinkers begin to show up and the church was in a struggle to save itself from itself. Men pushed the idea that the work of evangelism could be better served by an institution for that purpose and from that came 





identified themselves this way, by their own description this is who they are. 


They have drawn members away from sound churches and well respected and trusted preachers have lost their jobs (rightly so) for being involved.  They mask their identity with names like “The Birmingham Church” or 


“The Church at Bowling Green” making sure no reference to the


“Church of Christ” is made, (although


 I am sure they would not hesitate to sing “I’m not Ashamed to Own My Lord”).  Interestingly enough much of what they claim for themselves we would agree with, but others things not.

“The Christian Church” and “The American missionary Society” which they funded. As is usually the case, many were lost but the Lord’s church remained.        


    About fifty years later (early 50’s)


along came another progressive movement that gave us the sponsoring church arrangement and the institutional church. The idea is that a number of churches sending funds to one church to be used by its elders can accomplish more than the local church by itself.  Along with providing support of institutions of all kinds and embracing everything from instrumental music to women in the pulpit, they have become (by the words of their own conservatives) merely another domination.  I grew up in that period of time and spent many hours listening to faithful men refute their progression on grounds of scriptural authority. 


    So far off course have they come, that in 1996 Dr. Dave Miller, a highly educated member, preacher and director of  their preaching school published his book, “Piloting The Strait” (note the spelling), with a sub title , “A Guidebook for Assessing Change in Churches of Christ”. The irony is that in his book Dr. Miller condemns these progressive practices on the ground of no scriptural authority; using the same argument that brethren used 50 years ago against the sponsoring church.   


     Mostly this has been an internal problem and the Lord’s church has been spared all but some members and a little name calling. But, beware, Satan and his agents are never static. From the ranks of some churches in places you would never

Our Enemy Is Not Imaginary


For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.


Ephesians 6:12


We need to be sobered by the reality of the evil powers that oppose us. Evil is more than an abstract concept or an impersonal force. It is personified in a spiritual adversary who is the ultimate fulfillment of evil. Along with the spiritual beings who have allied themselves with him, this adversary is intent on our destruction. Satan, whose name means "Accuser" or "Slanderer," is certainly not equal to God in his power, but he is nevertheless just as real. And his powers are not to be ignored. Those who seek to live in fellowship with God have to struggle against "the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places." Unfortunately, the path to God leads through enemy-occupied territory.


It bears repeating that the devil is not equal to God. Contrary to dualistic philosophies in which two equal and co-eternal powers vie against one another, the Scriptures affirm that the devil is one of God's created beings, perhaps the highest,
