    The Rock of Gibraltar sits near the southern tip of Spain.  It meets the jutting northwest tip of Africa.  A narrow straight of water flows through there connecting the Atlantic Ocean with the Mediterranean Sea.


     This massive rock 1400 feet high, 2-1/2 miles long is imposing from land, sea, or air.  It has been a British colony since the 18th century and it has always been important militarily. 


     A rock symbolizes something that endures and remains when other things pass out of existence. In the Gospel, Jesus is the Rock!  You are going to build your life upon something. It will be upon a Divine Rock that will hold and support you through every storm that may come upon you; or you will build upon shallow, shifting sand of this world and human thinking.


         Jesus is an Eternal Rock


     The Rock of Gibraltar is composed of earth and stone.  It will be destroyed when the world is consumed in fire by God (2 Peter 3:10).  The Rock of Gibraltar as imposing as it is, is no comparison to Jesus Christ, the “Rock of Ages.”  He is eternal.


     In our Text, Christ was with the Israelites in the wilderness.  He made all things (John 1:1-3; Col. 1:15-16). Before Abraham was, Jesus was (1 John 8:58).  Jesus is the pre-existent, eternal Son of God.  Their food (manna) and drink (even water from the rocks) was supernaturally given by a spiritual Source.  A Jewish tradition of the first century A.D. said that the rock from which water came at Horeb (or Meridah) literally rolled along with the camp of the Israelites until Moses died and they entered Canaan.  It then disappeared into the Sea of Genneseret.  The other rock, when Moses sinned at Kadesh (Num. 20) also followed them according to legend.


  





     Jesus is solid and sure in every way to all who believe.  Our Lord is at the corner of every part of our lives.  A cornerstone was a stone of perfect size and proportion at the coming together of two sides of a building.  Everything fit, held together by this stone.  “Jesus Christ Himself being the chief cornerstone brings us all together in one body, in whom the whole building, being fitted together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord, in whom you also are being built together for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit (Eph. 2:20-22).


      Jesus is a Rock of Refuge


     “He shall be as a sanctuary (Isa. 8:14).  Behold a king will reign in righteousness, …a man will be as a hiding place from the wind, and a cover from the tempest, as rivers of water in a dry place, as the shadow of a great rock in a weary land (Isa. 32:1-2).  For in the time of trouble He shall hide me in His pavilion; in the secret place of His tabernacle He shall hide me; He shall set me high upon a rock” (Ps. 27:5).


    He also provides refuge from sin.  “There is therefore no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus” (Rom. 8:1).  “Rock of ages, cleft for me, let me hide myself in thee.  Let the water and the blood, from thy wounded side which flowed, be of sin the double cure, saved from wrath and made me pure.”


     Jesus is a Rock of Offense


     He came to His own, and His own did not receive Him.  But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of God, to those who believe in His name (John 1:11-12).  The Jews rejected Him.  To them he was a stumbling block (1 Cor. 1:23-28).  Will you reject Him too, so that He is a stone over which you stumble and fall?

The Bible does not support those superstitions.  What followed them was spiritual, not a physical rock.  Paul says it was Christ.  He provided for Israel as a rock out of which water flowed.
