Remembering the Lord’s Death


The Lord Jesus in the night in which he was betrayed took bread; and when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, This is my body, which is for you: this do in remembrance of me. In like manner also the cup, after supper, saying, This cup is the new covenant in my blood: this do, as often as ye drink (it), in remembrance of me.  For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink the cup, ye proclaim the Lord's death till he come.  (1 Cor 11:23-26)





    Our purpose for meeting at a given time, on the first day of the week is specifically to remember the death of Jesus our Lord. When Jesus, on the night of His betrayal, ate with His disciples the Passover meal, He gave them instructions regarding a memorial to his death.  It was a simple act of eating bread and drinking of the cup in remembrance of His death. When the apostle Paul related what he had been given, he declared the eating and drinking of the supper to be a proclamation (to one’s self) of the Lords’ death.


     While there are times and reasons to remember other things about the Lord’s life and teachings, some thinks are unique unto themselves, and this is one of them.  Over the years of my life I have heard hundreds, yea, thousands of prayers offered for the bread and cup and most are well thought out and in line with our Lord’s instructions. On the other hand I have heard some stand before the table and pray about everything they can remember about the Lord’s life and not mention His death.  Most often this comes from inexperience and a lack of understanding and I do not address this in a critical

of doing so in a spirit of humility, they do so in a spirit of arrogance.  Without humility, obedience and service become mere ritual, devoid of the heart-felt sentiment that is indispensable for being great in God’s eyes.  Those who wish to obey and serve must not do so with the idea that others will view them as being great. 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way, but, only to remind each one to be mindful of how we approach our public participation in such an important part of our worship.       


    Paul said “He took bread and when He had given thanks and likewise the cup, He said this do in remembrance of me”. Should our diligence to this memorial be any less? 


     Our purpose is to be regularly reminded of the horrible and inhumane death that our savior suffered on the cross. I for one do not like to hear graphic details of the effects of death by crucifixion as some accounts describe it. Never the less, we need to maintain an awareness of what the cross was about for it is impossible to reflect on the death of Jesus and not reflect on the cruelty of the cross.


    It is uncertain where the practice of crucifixion began but it was the Romans who perfected this barbarous act. It was designed to be cruel in bringing about death while at the same time it was designed to prolong life and thereby prolong suffering. It was made as public as possible and the public looked on with distain. Many victims lingered for days. 


Guy N. Woods, in his commentary, observed, “Surely diabolical human ingenuity never devised a crueler scheme for putting men to death.


     All these things Jesus endured. All these things God watched His Son suffer. Why? 


      Herein was the love of God manifested in us, that God hath sent his only begotten Son into the world that we might live through him. 


Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son (to be) the propitiation for our sins. (1 John 4:9-10)

gospel of Christ’s Kingdom with all who will listen.


     Matthew 20:25-28.  Jesus’ statements in Matthew 5 are augmented in this passage.  Jesus here draws a contrast between those who are “great” among the Gentiles with those who would be great among God’s people.  Gentile rulers consider their subjects to exist for the purpose of serving them.  A sense of “public service” or service for the good of the people is generally lacking among such rulers.  This situation stands in marked contrast with the principle of service that is to exist among Christians.  Christ says to us: “if you want to be great, then you must serve.”  Then Jesus puts himself forth as the example of self-sacrificing service. He did not come to this world so that He would be served as an eastern monarch would be, but rather He came so that He could accomplish the greatest service possible: the redemption of mankind from the clutches of sin and death.  This principle of service is precisely what Jesus dramatically sought to teach His disciples when He washed their feet (John 13:5-17).


     This idea of service cannot be divorced from the corresponding aspect of love between Christians:  “We know love by this, that He laid down His life for us; and we ought to lay down our lives for the brethren” (1 John 3:16). When our attitude of service coupled with love is what it should be, even dying for one another will not be unthinkable nor unaccomplishable.  


  Matthew 18:1-4.  Jesus uses this occasion also to speak about greatness as God sees it.  To the requirements of obedience and service, He adds humility.


     Amazingly, there are those who obey God and serve other Christians, but instead 














     Mankind usually determines greatness by such criteria as: wealth, power, position, or special talents.  Thus, an extremely wealthy man, a man with power or with an important position, or a man who can kick a ball or act in a movie are often considered by others to be “great.”  However, nothing could be further from how God sees greatness.  If we as Christians are to conform our lives to the standard set by our Creator, then it is imperative that we seek to accept His criteria for greatness.


     Matthew 5:19.  I believe that this passage sets the standard for seeing greatness as God sees it.  According to what Jesus states here, greatness is determined by two things:  obedience to God’s commandments and a willingness to teach these commands to others.  The particular commandments here in question are the Law of Moses, done away with at the cross of Christ (Colossians 2:13-17).  However, the principle in question here was not done away with at the cross; this principle is equally applicable to God’s commandments contained in the Law of Christ.


     Those who want to be great in God’s sight must be willing to practice what God has commanded; and not only this, but also to do all possible to teach others to do the same.  This applies not only to preachers or Bible class teachers, but to all people who desire to be great in God’s eyes. God’s people are not only to be righteous themselves, but they also must be willing to teach others to be the same. Except for a hypothetical Christian stranded alone on a deserted island, all of us have a responsibility to share the
