     The greatest event in the history of the universe, since the 144-hour creation, is the resurrection of Christ.  Why is it so great?  The facts are clear enough.  Read the accounts. (Matthew 28:1-10; Mark 16:1-16; Luke 24:1-12; John 20:1-18; 1 Corinthians 15:1-11).  Astounding, most certainly, but why great?  What do these facts have to do with us?  Even if we believe this awesome story, do we, can we benefit from the fact of the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead?  The answer is an undeniable affirmative.


     The hope of the child of God rests in the confidence that something good will occur in our lives.  Such is the definition of the word hope.  Hope is not a dream.  Hope is a confident expectation.  Confidence is derived from power.  A well-trained, well-disciplined athlete is confident of success.  A well-trained, well-disciplined army is confident of victory. The gospel is filled with references to the power of the Christian.  In Romans 8:37, we read, “But in all these things we overwhelmingly conquer through Him who loved us” (NASB).  Ephesians 1:18-19 says, “I pray that the eyes of your heart may  be enlightened, so that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, and what is the surpassing greatness of His power toward us who  believe.  All of this is in accordance with the 








this power get to us?  How do we benefit from the resurrection?  What makes this event so great?  Romans 5:16 says, “Therefore having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. . . knowing that tribulation brings about perseverance; and perseverance, proven character; and proven character, hope; and hope does not disappoint . . . For while we were still helpless, at the right time Christ died for the ungodly.”  Hope does not disappoint those who have the faith that justifies.  Faith in the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, the central act that distinguishes Jesus as the Son of God, eternal Deity, motivates a man to become a Christian (Romans 10:9-10).  In this, our hope is secure, not that we can’t throw it away by turning our backs on our faith and returning to a life of sin, but, as faithful obedient children, “we have peace with God.”  How does a man become a Christian?  Listen to 1 Peter 3:21:  “And corresponding to that, baptism now saves you—not the removal of dirt from the flesh, but an appeal to God for a good conscience—through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.  Notice that through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, baptism saves us.  This is the basis of our hope, confident in the salvation made possible by our loving God, that we can so live as to be well pleasing to Him.  May God help us to so live that our hope can become a reality.

 working of the strength of His might: thus “…we overwhelmingly conquer through Him” and experience “…the surpassing greatness of His power toward us.”  These phrases speak of our power in Christ or through Christ.  Are we confident of success?  Are we confident of victory?  We have good reason to be.  Christ has overcome.  Christ was raised victorious. 


     When God promised the devil an eternal headache in the Garden of Eden, He looked 


forward to the resurrection of Christ.  The prophesied son of David “…was declared the Son of God with power by the resurrection from the dead, according to the Spirit of holiness, Jesus Christ our Lord,” (Romans 1:4, NASB).  The source of power is


the resurrection of the dead.  So-called miracle workers have imitated and falsified virtually every biblical miracle, but they cannot even approach the power of the


resurrection of the dead. The “strength of His might,” to which Paul referred in his prayer for the Ephesians, is supplied by God, “which He brought about in Christ, when He raised Him from the dead, and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places” (Ephesians 1:20, NASB).  Whatever power there is to which the children of men can cling, it focuses on the power of the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead to be seated at the right hand of power on the throne of God.


The question remains, however, concerning ourselves.  How does

    When Rome was at its height of power, marble sculpture was the art form of the day. So great 


was the demand that Roman sculptors sometimes sought to conceal cracks and voids in their work with the aid of melted beeswax. Blending it into the stone, they could sell it as flawless quality work. Much to the owner's dismay, after a few weeks, the wax would dry out and fall away revealing the original flaws. This practice of wax trickery became so prevalent that reputable sculptors guaranteed their work as "sine cera". This word is the root word for our present "sincere" and is translated literally "without wax". 


     Unfortunately, many who proclaim themselves children of God live lives filled with wax trying to hide the flaws within. I suppose that it is only human nature to try to hide the flaws of our life. We all do it, I know that I have, but the problem is, that if we do it long enough, we fool ourselves into believing we are flawless.


Filler wax takes many forms, good deeds, good works, humility; a staunch stand for some truth, a pious attitude, and sometimes lies.
