Doing Right     ®


To him therefore that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin. (James 4:17)





     Why should we not consider doing right just because it is right? Oscar Wilde once wrote, "When a man is old enough to do wrong he should be old enough to do right also". The essence of Mr. Wilde's statement is that doing wrong or doing right is a matter of choice and not a mindless happening. That is certainly a statement of bible truth.  When someone engages in sin with the idea that they have no choice otherwise, they fool themselves. 


     The propensity to sin is natural because it is the lust of the flesh, lust of the eye, and the pride of life that lures us into sin.  Paul knew all to well when he wrote," For I know that in me, that is, in my flesh, dwelleth no good thing: for to will is present with me, but to do that which is good (is) not. For the good which I would I do not: but the evil which I would not, that I practise. (Rom. 7:18-19) One of the ironies of doing wrong is that almost everyone old enough to know better, knows when they are doing something wrong. We may not admit it but we know. The solution then is to know how and when to say no to sin and do it. When man asks, what does God expect of me?, God sent his Son into the world, born of woman, to be the perfect example. accomplishment of God's purpose in


 our generation is the increasingly universal idea that we have a right to do what we please, and it is no one else's "business."  One who has this attitude toward people will inevitably have it toward God.  In fact, have we not all treated God this way at times?


     When I was young, I think I had a pretty clear picture of what God wanted to do with me.  Now that I am older, I realize how far short I am of being that, and it is all my fault.  God has not been able to make me what I could have been because I have resisted His power and allowed other influences to mold me into something far less useful and valuable.  But still there is hope.


"Then I went down to the potter's house, and there he was, making something at the wheel.  And the vessel that he made of clay was marred in the hand of the potter; so he made it again into another vessel, as it seemed good to the potter to make.  Then the word of the Lord came to me, saying: "O house of Israel, can I not do with you as this potter?" (Jeremiah 18:3-6).  God can do the same with us as individuals.


    Saul of Tarsus was a marred vessel as long as he was resisting the power of God's word and "kicking against the goad," but when trembling he asked, "Lord, what do you want me to do?"  God made him into a vessel of honor.  It matters not how marred our own life may be, or how long it has been in malformation, God can remold and remake if we are willing

Job said to God, "Your hands shaped me and made me, … Remember that You molded me like clay" (Job 10:9 NIV).  What Job said, all of us can say. like as (we are, yet) without sin.. (Heb. 4:15). The very fact that He could be tempted bespeaks His human nature and it was his human nature that turned from sin. But how did Jesus resist in all things? The answer lies in His will to please the Father and not himself. When He was tempted of Satan (and the temptations were great) each temptation was countered with an "it is written". His ability to resist temptation as a man was because of a knowledge of the Father's will and a desire to follow it.


     Whether we realize it or not we have that same ability if we will only take it. Paul gives this assurance, " There hath no temptation taken you but such as man can bear (1 Cor. 10:13). That escape, my friend, is in the knowledge of God and a desire to please Him. In a cry of despair Paul said, "Wretched man that I am! Who shall deliver me out of the body of this death?  I thank God (for the answer) through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then I of myself with the mind, indeed, serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin". (Rom 7:24-25) This neither condones 


nor excuses sin but wakes us up to face the facts. Sin is in our life and we must resist it at all cost. 


     Let each of us strive to follow the example of Jesus to resist sin in our life, and call upon the mercy of the Father through repentance when we fail.

We Can Resist God


     God limited His own power to accomplish His purpose in us by giving us free will.  The Psalmist said of Israel:  "How often they provoked Him in the wilderness, and grieved Him in the desert!  Yes, again and again they tempted God, and limited the Holy One of Israel" (Psalm 78:40-41).  Because of their stubborn rebellion, God could not do for them what He wished.


     Isaiah rebuked Israel:  "Surely you have turned things around!  Shall the potter be esteemed as the clay; for shall the thing made say of him who made it, "He did not make me'?  Or shall the thing formed say of him who formed it, 'He has no understanding"? (Isaiah 29:16).  It is unthinkable that pottery should have such an attitude toward its creator.  Yet, humans express these attitudes toward God.


     Our local newspaper ran an article about the author of a recent book.  She apparently began as a believer in the true God, but as she adopted a radical feminist philosophy she obviously decided that the true God who made her "has no understanding."  Evidently, she then came to deny that He made her, for


her book describes "her quest to find a God--or goddess--she could be comfortable with."  In other words, she esteems God to be clay whom she can mold into whatever she wants "him--or


her" to be. Often people involved in





homosexuality, unscriptural marriages and other sins, create their own imaginary God who will tolerate their chosen life-style.


We Can Acknowledge God


"But now, O Lord, You are our Father; We are the clay and You our potter; And all we are the work of Your hand" (Isaiah 64:8).  God "is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us" (Ephesians 3:20).  He has the clearer vision of what we should be and the wisdom and power to form us into that image.  


But we must allow that power to work in us.


     God's power works through His word, through the fellowship of saints and through prayer (2 Corinthians 3:18; Hebrews 10:25; 4:16).  To benefit, however, we must continue "steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread and in prayers: (Acts 2:42).


 God's power to mold us is also accomplished through persecution and hardship.  These may come from Satan, but God can use them "for our profit that we may be partakers of His holiness" (Hebrews 12:10).  After all, beautiful pottery must be turned and molded and marked and buffed and even fired in the kiln at high temperatures to make it the valuable vessel that it becomes
