The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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The point of the text, of course, is that it was "by faith" that he did this, and if we intend to please God, then we shall have to go about it in the same way. For sinful creatures, no other door is open to God's pleasure. "Without faith," the text continues, "it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him" (Heb:6).


Doing the things that please God will obviously give us the sense of having done our duty, and that is no slight benefit. As someone has said, there is no pillow as soft as a clean conscience. But doing what pleases God will also fill us with pleasure. Our hearts are happiest when we want the same things that God wants and when those things are granted to us by His grace. To know that our deeds have been harmonized with our Father's will is a wonderfully refreshing feeling. It is a pity that we look for pleasure in so many of the wrong places when real pleasure is right before us. The very best kind of pleasure is available to us at every moment of every day, and that is the pleasure of Pleasing God


Word Point – Gary Henry





    There is nothing more necessary to the welfare of man than the confessing of sin.  All of us sin often in life, and we must be willing not only to see it, but also to admit it.  But why?  Why should we who are Christians--justified and pardoned--be obligated to make confession to God?


     There are many reasons.  First, because confessing our sins gives peace to the mind of the one who has sinned--it cleanses one's spirit.  Furthermore, God has stated that he desires us to confess our sins: "He that covereth his transgressions shall not prosper; but who so confesseth and forsaketh them shall obtain mercy" (Proverbs 28:13).  Also, it helps us to pray more frequently and more fervently.  Confession is to the soul as the whetstone is to the knife.  The man who confesses sin only slightly will pray to God only faintly.


      The Bible also teaches us that confession of sin brings about a wonderful condition in man: a contrite heart and godly sorrow.  David said, "For I will declare mine iniquity, I will be sorry for my sin: (Psalm 38:18).  And, finally, it gives glory to God's mercy; because, though I confess sin, it is only God's mercy that saves me (note: "who so confesseth and forsaketh them shall 








only, deluding your own selves" (James 1:22).  Indeed, it is quite easy for one to deceive himself about his sinful condition


3.  Carelessness and insensibility.  Man can lose his sense of feeling.  This can come about by self-will.  Paul said that some were "branded in their own conscience as with a hot iron" (2 Timothy 4:2).  Isaiah said that some would not see their true condition because of "fatness": "Make the heart of this people fat, and make their ears heavy, and shut their eyes; lest they see with their eyes, and hear with their ears, and understand with their heart, and turn again, and be healed" (Isaiah 6:10).


     We need to recognize that when we need to confess sins to God, and "keep silence," that our "bones will waste away", i.e., we will not prosper.  David was saying that we cannot "hide" or "cover up" our own sin.  It must be acknowledged and confessed.  It is only than that the terrible burden of guilt will be removed and only then that we can feel (and actually be blessed)--see verse 1:  "Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered." 


      Let us put this psalm into practice, and determine that we will rise above pride, self-deception and carelessness and confess our sins to God.

The Importance of Confessing One's Sin

When I kept silence, my bones wasted away through my groaning all the day long … I acknowledged my sin unto thee, and mine iniquity did I not hide: I said, I will confess my transgressions unto Jehovah: and thou forgavest the iniquity of my sin: (Psalms 35:3,5).








obtain mercy", Proverbs 28:13).  It also gives glory to God's omniscience because when I confess sins, I acknowledge that God knows my sins.


In spite of the good things that come from confessing sins, man is hesitant to do it.  There are many things that hinder the confession of sins:


1.  Pride.  Men cannot bear to think themselves wrong, to put themselves down on the common level with others.  Paul says that men are "headstrong, puffed up, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God" (2 Timothy 3:4).  The man who is filled with pride cannot come to God confessing, for James says, "God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace to the humble" (James 4:6).  It is hard to confess fault when one has the attitude of the proud Pharisee in Luke 18:11, "God, I thank thee that I am not as the rest of men, extortioners, unjust, adulterers, or even as this publican." The tendency to think that we are better than "the rest of men" is the very thing that keeps us from seeing ourselves as we are and, thus, from confessing our sins to God.


2.  Self-deception.  Some do not have enough honesty of conscience to really see themselves as they are.  We must want to know the truth about ourselves.  James warned, "But be ye


doers of the word, and not hearers 








The Pleasure of Pleasing God


Therefore we make it our aim, whether present or absent, to be well pleasing to Him. (I Corinthians 5:9)


We should be willing to do what is right because it's right, but we should also do it because it brings pleasure to our God. If we perceive God to be nothing more than a tyrant who has the power to make us miserable when we get out of line, yet who remains displeased no matter how hard we try, then we have an unfortunate misconception of Him. We should rather see Him as a benevolent Father who is eager to be pleased by His sons and daughters. And we should be enthusiastically motivated by this very prospect, the prospect of pleasing Him.


The text which speaks most clearly to this point is the one in Hebrews where the faith of Enoch is mentioned: "By faith Enoch was taken away so that he did not see death, 'and was not found, because God had taken him'; for before he was taken he had this testimony, that he pleased God" (Hebrews 11:5). Here is the record of an individual who actually did what many believe it is impossible to do: he pleased God. A mortal being no more infallible than we are, Enoch still pleased God.                                       Cont. on Page 3
