The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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for he stands condemned before Him. (Matt. 10:28; Jn. 3:18). Oddly enough this kind of fear of God does not often lead to repentance. Much of the time it leads to a feeble attempt to hide from God (Gen. 3:8) or worse to a denial of God’s existence and His claim to a person’s life. (Rom. 1:18-28)


     In the title verse we learn that the fear of God that motivates man to worship Him is based on wisdom and understanding of God through a knowledge of Him. Unlike fear based on superstition, which is the fruit of ignorance, it is “filial”. Based on knowledge it springs from love and prompts one to care not to offend God but to endeavor in all things to please Him. “This fear would subsist in a pious soul if there were there no punishment of sin. It dreads God's displeasure, desires His favor, reveres His holiness, submits cheerfully to His will, is grateful for His benefits, sincerely worships Him, and conscientiously obeys His commandments”. (NUBD) It is something to be learned, “Come, you children, listen to me; I will teach you the fear of the LORD (Ps 34:11).


     When the Preacher has preached it all, when all the books have been written, when all the study is done and all has been heard, the


conclusion is, fear God, and keep his commandments; for this is the whole of man. (Eccl 12:13) For those who fear God in love, He has made it possible to approach Him without fear through Christ our Lord. Wherefore also he is able to save to the uttermost them that draw near unto God through him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them. (Heb 7:25)  May we all have such a fearful love for God.

    The influence of brother Teddlie in the field of church music was great.  He taught in singing schools with the first one being in 1904 with his brother, V. O. Teddlie.  It was also in 1904 that he began writing songs like “Worthy Art Thou,” “Lord I am Coming To Thee,” “The Lord’s Supper,” “Oh, the Depth and the Riches” and many others that are cherished throughout the brotherhood.


    Brother Teddlie introduced the theme of an eternal home in the first stanza when he penned the words:


“Earth holds no treasures but perish with using, However precious they be;


Yet there’s a country to which I am going, Heaven holds all to me.”


    Anything in this life can be your treasure if you value it as such.  It is not the thing itself, but the way in which you cherish it.  Some things may be of little worth in themselves, but because you value them highly, they in turn become our prized possession.


    Jesus, in his famous mountain message, warned the multitudes against piling up worldly wealth and, in so doing, neglecting to serve God.  Our Savior said unto the people, “Lay not up for yourselves treasures upon earth, where moth and rust doth corrupt, and where thieves break through and steal: but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust doth corrupt, and where thieves do not break through nor steal:  For where your treasure is, there will your heart be also” (Matthew 6:19-21).


    Christians must constantly be on guard to curb their acquisitive and hoarding instincts.  In warning the

commented, “Take heed, and beware of





    Only happiness, serenity, and superlative joy are found therein.  God’s presence is the light of it; His throne is the center of it; His worship is the occupation of it; and His people are the citizens of it.  There is no death, no pain, no tears, no mourning, no suffering, and no sorrow.  The tree of life grows there on either side of the river of life that flows out of the throne of God and the Lamb.  The tree bears its fruit twelve seasons in the year; and its leaves are for the healing of the nations.  Each of the twelve gates is a single pearl; its twelve foundations, inscribed with the names of the twelve apostles, are each a precious stone.  Its streets are pure gold. covetousness: for a man’s life consisteth not in the abundance of the things which he possesseth” (Luke 12:15).  Covetousness is the great cancer eating at the heart of mankind.


    The uncertainty of earthly treasures must also be taken into consideration.  Jesus made mention of moth and rust and thieves, for they are elementary sources of loss which have hardly changed since our Lord spoke these words.  Riches make themselves wings and fly away (Proverbs 23:5).  If anyone is tempted to disbelieve it, then let them ask the person whose home has burnt to the ground, or has seen a flood, a tornado, a war, a revolution, the death of a partner, the betrayal of a sacred trust, a serious illness, or an automobile accident, or any of a thousand other incidents that continually illustrate the truth of this divine wisdom.


    The principal concern of Jesus was, “Where is the heart?”  Our hearts will always be set upon what we treasure the most.  Therefore, the love of Christ and His kingdom, the constant choice of spiritual rather than carnal values, and the preference for eternal things as contrasted with things material and secular ought to be the ultimate goal of every Christian.


    The latter two lines of the stanza depicts a heavenly city.  Abraham looked forward to a home in heaven just like Christians do today.  “For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God”  (Hebrews 11:10).  Abraham fully understood the spiritual reality of the heavenly Jerusalem that cometh down out of heaven (Rev. 21:2).


The city that comes down from God out of heaven, called the City Foursquare, is beautifully described in Revelation 21-22.  This city is represented as walled, strong,


impregnable, eternal, protected, and safe.





 Fear





The fear of Jehovah is the beginning of wisdom; And the knowledge of the Holy One is understanding. (Prov 9:10)





    The other day I heard someone talking about a survey that had been done on the things that people fear the most. Strangely enough after all the many fears were listed the two that were most feared were,


1. The fear of speaking in public and 2. Death. I suppose that there are some who had rather be in the casket than on the podium speaking of those who are. 


     There are many things which cause us fear: heights; depths; tight places; war; weather; spiders (especially spiders); and in this sense it is a natural emotion arising from the presence or anticipation of danger and its benefit is to provoke the effort to avoid such danger. Each person faces fear in their own way but face them we must. In his “declaration of war” speech following the attack on Pearl Harbor, President Franklin Roosevelt said “we have nothing to fear but fear itself”. It was his way of urging the country not to let fear get in the way of the task at hand.


     The scriptures speak often of fear. The word is used many times in relation to God and in some cases in the sense described above. It has been said that this kind of fear (“servile”, abstinence from sin through anticipation of punishment) is the source of religion but fear alone cannot be its origin since man is employed to draw near to God, the object of our worship (Heb 4:16). A dreaded fear of God is the natural consequence of sin (Gen 3:10) and the unbeliever has every reason to be afraid of God,
