The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)

     Men show great concern for material things.  We insure our property and our lives; we put our bonds and securities in the bank.  Yet, men often show very little interest in spiritual things.  If we saw things as they really are, it would be the opposite, because man is in fact a spiritual being who will endure forever--and everything material that he possesses, including his body, will one day be lost.


     Our Lord said, "For what profit is it to a man if he gains the whole world, and loses his own soul?"  (Matthew 16:26).  Two things are implied in these two questions:  (1) that those who wish to gain the world and are unwilling to forfeit it for the good of the soul will lose their souls; and (2) that if the soul is lost, nothing can be given in exchange for it--it can never afterwards be saved.


     The "soul" of man is the self, the person he or she really is.  God is a Spirit (John 4:24) and man was made in His image (Genesis 1:26).  Thus, a person is not just the body, since his body will return to the earth from which it came (Ecclesiastes 12:7); the spirit, however, will return to God.  The essence of man is his personality--the self within that loves, hates, hopes, prays, believes, aspires , is tempted, sins, repents--that which will never die and will spend eternity in either heaven or hell.


     Consider the value of the soul.  The Bible teaches that it is worth more than the world (Matthew 16:26) and more than the body (2 Corinthians 4:16; 5:1), for it is immortal (Psalm 22:20).  Its great value is further seen in that man cannot destroy it (Matthew 10:28) and it must return to God (Ecclesiastes 12:7) 


   








Everything on this planet will one day be destroyed.  And if you gain the world, it is only something that must be left in this world (Luke 12:19-20); (1Timothy6:7-8) But think a little further. What will be your loss if you gain the world at the expense of your soul?  You will lose the world itself.  The lost soul cannot take this world with him into the next world.  So the person who loses his soul while gaining money not only loses his soul, but his money as well.  The one who gains the honors of men at the expense of his soul will lose them, for they will be of absolutely no value to him in hell.  Does a soul lost for the gain of the world mean that the world is gained?  No, because one cannot take what he has gained in this world into the next world.  Furthermore, you will have lost a lifetime of service.  Many years which could have been devoted to God's glory and service will all be gone (Matthew 25:28-29).  The lost soul can never be recovered; it is lost in hell forever (Ezekiel 18:20; Romans 6:23; Revelation 20:14).


     Jesus tells us in Luke 16 about a rich man who died and went to torment.  He realized his great error


and would like to have gone into the place of comfort where Lazarus was, but it was too late.  Jesus said there was a "great gulf fixed" between the two places.  This rich man learned his lesson too late.  He learned in death a lesson he needed to learn in life.

The One Lesson We Must Learn

to be assigned to eternity in one of two places (Matthew 7:13-14; 25:46). The price paid for the soul--the blood of God's Son--shows the divine estimate placed on the soul of man (1 Peter 1:18-20).


     God has given every person only one soul.  If it is lost, all is lost.  What value do we place on our souls?  We would all say that our souls are priceless, but what we do is always more important than what we say.  Do we show by our actions that we love the world more than we love God?  Some act as if their souls are worth very little; they are careless and indifferent about the welfare of their souls.  They handle their money and other valuables with great caution, but seem to give no thought to their soul's welfare.


     If you are a parent, what is the soul of your child worth to you?  Are you spending years of time, effort and money in education and training your child for success in this world?  What if the child gains all that, but loses its soul.   How much time and money are you spending to save the soul of your child?


     Think about this.  What will be your gain if you gain the world?  First, you will have gained something that will not satisfy.  Jesus spoke of living bread and water that is needed by every person--more than just physical sustenance (Matthew 4:4; John 4:13-14).  The soul cannot be satisfied with material things (Ecclesiastes 4:6; 5:10).  Secondly, you will have gained a potentially dangerous master  (1 Timothy 6:9-10; Hebrews 11:25), for the things of this world can easily come to dominate our lives and our thinking.  Also, if you gain the world you will have gained something perishable  


(1 Peter 1:24; 1 John 2:17), destroyed. 








If We're Hungry for Goodness


Oh, that men would give thanks to the Lord for His goodness, And for His wonderful works to the children of men! For He satisfies the longing soul, and fills the hungry soul with goodness. (Psalm 107:8,9)


We should stand amazed at God's patience with us. In Malachi's day, for example, the people complained about the scarcity of God's blessings. But God invited them to take Him seriously and then see what would happen: "'Bring all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be food in My house, and try Me now in this,' says the Lord of hosts, 'if I will not open for you the windows of heaven and pour out for you such blessing that there will not be room enough to receive it'" (Malachi 3:10).


One of our difficulties is that we fail to recognize the depth of goodness that is available to us in God. "Oh, that man would give thanks to the Lord for His goodness!" Marvelous satisfactions are waiting for us, but we don't have the eyes to see how truly satisfying these things can be. Nor do we have the character to be grateful for what is available to us. We are like a complacent people who live just a few miles from the shore of a vast ocean. Others have told us what great things await us there, but if we've even bothered to go see what lies so near us, we've done little more than dip our toes into the most convenient edges of the water.
