"If ye were of the world, the world would love its own: but because ye are not of the world, but I chose you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you"


(John 15:19)





   When I was in South Africa a few years ago there was a young native African man who worked for the PH (professional hunter) in a supervisory way. He was in charge of the group of young men who catered to the needs and whims of the clients. Each morning he would appear with his men in a clean freshly pressed uniform and hanging from the pocket of his shirt was a piece of cloth with a large star embroidered on it. After seeing it displayed several days I ask the PH if it was a badge of his authority and he explained, that no, it was a sign of his religion. After a bit of discussion, I learned that it was a religious group that was somewhat  a cross between the “Witnesses” and “Adventists” that has a strong presence in that part of Africa. This man was very religious and wore the badge of his religion proudly.


   There are many things that set various groups of people apart politically, religiously or by wealth, learning, or fame. Things that say I am of this persuasion or that. During political campaigns we proudly post signs and wear badges that tell others I am a follower of this candidate and his agenda.

Christ twice cleansed the temple from those who desecrated its use (John 2:13); (Matthew 21:12f); God's people 


are not to be characterized by the temporal, worldly, or profane.  


We are to be spiritual, heavenly, eternal in our affections and attentions.  We are set apart to God, and thus we must continually purify ourselves that we might be a suitable habitation for His influence and power.


        Moreover, as the glory of God shone forth from the temple of Solomon, so must His glory shine forth from His church.  "Let your light so shine before men that they may see your good works and glorify your Father" (Matthew 5:14).  The light that proceeds from God's people is not inherent in us.  It is the light of the word, the influence of our Lord, that illuminates us, "that ye should show forth the praises of him who hath called you" (1 Peter 2:9).  His glory is descended upon us, and we reflect it that the world might see that God dwells among men and desires our redemption.  As living stones being fitly framed into God's place of abode, Christians in each local church must work together so that not only is the body perfected, but that also the world may see God in us.  If we succumb to compromise, sectarianism, or divisiveness, then we manifest God to no one, and certainly His glory will depart from among His people.

The Church as the Temple---The Habitation of God

In the Mosaic covenant, God instructed Israel to construct a tabernacle in which He might manifest Himself and dwell among His people.  And, as Israel finished the tabernacle, God descended upon it in a cloud of glory and so reassured His people of His presence in their very midst.  Patterned upon the heavenly dwelling place of God (Hebrews 8:1-5), the tabernacle became the earthly symbol of God's habitation in Israel.

By this badge of discipleship, we are to be known as His friends and followers. To be set apart from all others, for He goes on to say, "By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples, if ye have love one to another." (vs. 35)


    His commandment was not new because nothing before had required love of fellowman.  (Lev. 19:18) It was new because it was the first time a body of people had been so distinguished. 


    It is different from the "love for lost souls" for whom we are surely to show love. Rather a love for those of "like precious faith", unlike any other love. "in the case of Christians, they were not to be known by distinctions of wealth, or learning, or fame; they were not to aspire to earthly honors; they were not to adopt any special style of dress or badge, but they were to be distinguished by tender and constant attachment to each other". (Barn's notes)  


    It surmounts all barriers of race or culture. (Gal. 3: 27-29) It transcends merely a care for someone's needs (I Jn. 3:16). It is to be as Jesus said, "as I have loved you" and when it is broken by some petty word or deed it must be fixed and forgotten (Matt. 5:23-24). It is the way New Testament Christians were identified. (II Thess. 1: 3) (I Pet. 1: 22) and it is the way we must be identified as well. If this bond of love is broken by some disagreement that won’t be fixed then our badge of honor becomes a tarnished badge of sin. Is that how we want to be identified?  We can be distinguished as a "friend of Jesus" only if we keep his commandments (John 15: 12) and love each other. Let us strive to be so known.

      "…ye are the temple of the living God;  as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people"  (2 Corinthians 6:16).  This statement identifies the present temple of God as the church of God--God's people.  We are described in 1 Peter 2:4 as living stones in a spiritual house, and in Ephesians 2:21-22 as "a holy temple in the Lord … a habitation of God through the Spirit," an image reaffirmed in


( 1 Corinthians 3:16. ) Christ's church stands forth in the present world as the place wherein God dwells among men, a people where He has put His name, and among whom He manifests His glory.  The church is a spiritual building which far surpasses the material constructions of history, for it stands as the very object of God's love and redemption--a people of God purchased by God with the sacrifice of God.  In His people God makes His lodging in hearts and minds, not in stone walls lined with cedar and overlaid with gold.  We who are Christians are the habitation of God Almighty.


 We must appreciate our grand privilege and responsibility.  As God's presence in the tabernacle/temple was conditioned upon Israel's faithfulness, so His presence in the church is similarly conditional.  In John 14:23, Jesus states that He and the Father will "make our abode" with the man who loves Him and keeps his words.  We must make ourselves a suitable dwelling place for God.  We must live "soberly, righteously, and godly" (Titus 2:12),   understanding that God cannot abide in that which is impure and unholy.          








  With the advent of the monarchy, David determined to build a more permanent "residence" for God (2 Samuel 7:1f).  Though God refused 


to allow David to undertake the construction (1 Chronicles 22:6f), He did allow Solomon to build a magnificent temple to serve as "an house of sacrifice...that my name may be there for ever" (2 Chronicles 7:12, 16).  Thus, when the priests carried the ark into the Holy of Holies, "then the house was filled with a cloud...for the glory of the LORD had filled the house of God" (2 Chronicles 5:13-14).


       Thus, the tabernacle and temple stood as earthly reminders of God's presence among His people and material representations of His true heavenly abode.  Yet they also foreshadowed a future temple.  In (2 Samuel 7:12f), God promised that David's Seed would, "build an house for my name" in conjunction with His everlasting kingdom.  In this new temple, God would again dwell among His people (Ezekiel 37:24f) and place upon them His name, just as He had done with Israel (Numbers 6:27).  Prior to the destruction of Solomon's temple by Babylon, the glory of the Lord had departed from it (Ezekiel 10-11), and though both Zerubabbel (Ezra 6:13f) and Herod the Great (John 2:20) subsequently rebuilt that temple, in neither instance did the glory of God reinhabit the sanctuary.  The building was there, but God was not.  The temple of prophecy that He would again inhabit would be of a far different construction.
