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the basic, overall concern of life in Christ.


Offering health, wealth, and complete emotional bliss, it promises to take away the deep ache of our needy, broken souls and to do so rather quickly. The new gospel is fundamentally about "feeling better." It is about us.


But the historic gospel is not first and foremost about feeling better; it is about glorifying God through Christ and coming to be like Him. Christ did not die for the mere betterment of our feelings, and seeking God through Him is not mostly about pain relief. It is about character transformation. And even more than character transformation, it is about the glorification of God. Far from eliminating the possibility of pain, the glorification of God may require the suffering of pain, even to the point of death. Our expectation should be no less than that of Paul, whose only hope was that "with all boldness, as always, so now also Christ will be magnified in my body, whether by life or by death. For to me, to live is Christ, and to die is gain" (Philippians 1:20, 21).

I must confess to being very time-conscious.  I do not like to wait!  Too often, I get in a hurry watching the clock when I should be giving much more attention to what is going on in my life.  Our attention spans have been cut down by social and media emphasis on instant gratification.  We are impatient waiting for an elevator that will in seconds take us up many flights of stairs.  We have created fast food franchises, expressways for travel in our speedy automobiles, quick ads, express mail, and instant messaging.  Someone has said we want our microwaves to hurry up.  We even fuss because we have to wait in the express lanes at the store for the person ahead of us to check out.





Waiting for the proper time in God’s plans for man is important in understanding the Bible.  Noah had to wait 120 years from the time God told him to build the ark until the rains came.  Abraham had to wait twenty-five years before promised Isaac was born.  The children of Israel suffered 430 years in Egyptian bondage and then 40 more years in the wilderness before receiving the promised land.  Joseph waited 14 years in prison before Pharaoh released him, and David waited many years after being anointed before ascending to the throne.  Jesus waited 30 years before beginning His public ministry.  And He told the apostles to “wait” in Jerusalem until the power of the Holy Spirit came upon them.


When the prophet spoke of “waiting” on the Lord, however, he meant much more than waiting around, anxiously twiddling 


    








Think of it this way.  When we are waiting upon the Lord, we should do that constantly and consistently from a sincere heart and from motives that reach deep into our souls.  True, we cannot rush the Lord, but we must also learn to be quiet and patient.  And we must consistently show our attentiveness to Him as we serve Him by living as He wishes.  Should we not always have our tongues ready to say, “My Pleasure,” as we are doing the things that please God?





Surely God’s presence in our lives is worth “waiting” for…the performance of His promises, the answers to our prayers, the coming again of Christ to receive us into the everlasting mansions prepared for those who love God.





God truly blesses those who wait.  Isaiah said, “the Lord shall renew their strength.”  That supposes that God has given us the strength we need and that He will renew it while we are waiting and serving Him leading to the completion of our mission I life.  �They will mount up with wings like eagles,” reaching the heights of overcoming the corruptions that can bring us down and ascending to the heights of his good pleasure.  “They shall run and not be weary. True, our heavenly Father will exercise His providence and care for us in His good time.  We must never forget that he knows best and often timing plays an important role in what is best for us.  But this idea that we should “wait on the Lord” (KJV, NASB, ESV) suggests also that we exercise patience which causes us to “hope in the Lord” (NIV) and “trust in the Lord” (NLT).





Waiting is not idly wasting time.  Sometimes “waiting” on someone is an expression of love… like waiting on your wife.  And it may indicate service. Don’t you appreciate a good waiter or waitress at your favorite restaurant?  That person is your “server.”  He/she is there, standing by to do your pleasure and see that you are shown the respect due a valued customer.  Is that how we feel about “waiting on the Lord?”  Are we actively reverencing Him and doing His will while we anticipate receiving the great promises He will give us in His time?





While time passes, we ought to “wait” as obedient children wait on their parents to provide for the needs they cannot supply on their own.  We should wait as submissive employees wait on kind and thoughtful employers to provide their wages and good working conditions.  Such acts of “waiting” suppose loving God, knowing and reverencing Him, having confidence in Him, and rendering attendance to His wishes.











What Is the Point of Life in Christ?


Yet indeed I also count all things loss for the excellence of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and�count them as rubbish, that I may gain Christ and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith; that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death, if, by any means, I may attain to the resurrection from the dead. (Phil 3:8-11)


The point of life in Christ is that we may "know Him and the power of His resurrection." The value of knowing Christ so far excels the value of anything in this world that we are willing to suffer the loss of all else, if need be, in order to "gain Christ and be found in Him." Life in Christ is not primarily about relief right now from the trauma of living in a broken world. Indeed, to be in fellowship with Christ means to know "the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death" in order that we may "attain to the resurrection from the dead."





To the ears of the Christian these truths should sound self-evident. Unfortunately, the concept of Christianity that has come to be dominant in our day is one that runs in a different direction. According to this concept, emotional pain relief is
