The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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Do you ever feel that you are troubled by evil spirits (evil people or evil influences) around you? The Bible says it will be so. David said, "Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me".  What is faith?  A little boy in a church


Bible class responded like this when his teacher asked the question:  “Faith means believing what you know can’t be true!”  Do you remember Edmund Gwenn’s statement about faith to little Natalie Wood’s character in the classic Christmas movie, Miracle on 34th Street?  He said, “Faith is believing in something when common sense tells you not to.”  A more intellectual description of faith, but one along the same line as the above, says this:  “Faith begins where reason ends.”





Is this what the Bible means by faith?  Do the biblical writers ask us to suspend common sense and rationality so that, for totally subjective reasons, we can take a leap of faith and believe in Christianity without any evidence to support that belief?  One of the problems we encounter when we try to talk with people about the gospel of Christ is the misunderstanding that many have about what the Bible means by faith.  Many people assume that Christian faith, like the belief systems of other religions, is not predicated upon verifiable propositions.





A common definition of the English word “faith” foments this misconception.  The word can, of course, mean a confident belief or trust in a person or an idea.  But faith is also formally defined as follows:  “belief that does not rest on logical proof or material evidence” (American Heritage Dictionary).  If this is what the Bible means by faith, then for anyone to try to argue the truthfulness of Christianity by an appeal to objective evidence is absurd. Yet this is exactly the presumption that most people have about the faith of which





They consistently affirm a solid rationale for believing in Jesus—the objective evidence of his miracles.  John 5:31-36 records this statement by Jesus:  “If I alone bear witness of Myself, My testimony is not true… The works which the Father has given Me to accomplish, the very works that I do, bear witness of Me, that the Father has sent Me.”  We even read in John 10:37 that in the absence of miraculous corroboration, we would have no grounds for accepting Jesus’ bold claims.  “If I do not do the works of My Father,” Jesus said, “do not believe in Me.”





Religions generally ask people to become adherents on the basis of social tradition or subjective preference.  The New Testament, on the other hand, asks people to accept the gospel of Christ only after a thoughtful consideration of the evidence.  Christianity is not opposed to rationality; it confidently presents itself as a faith system that is provable to any open-minded, reasoning person.

What Do We Mean By Faith?

the Bible speaks—a belief that has nothing to do with rationality and in fact asks people to suspend their rational thought processes in order to accept a religious system that has no objective support.  I affirm that this is not what the Bible means by faith.





To be sure, Biblical faith involves “the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things not seen” (Hebrews 11:1).  We are asked to believe in things that are beyond our own experience, things that we have not personally witnessed.  As Paul puts it, “We walk by faith, not by sight” (2 Corinthians 5:7).  But this does not mean that there are no logical reasons for us to believe what we believe, or that the faith of which the Bible speaks has no evidentiary basis.  Before we enter its realm of faith, the Bible does not ask us to check our intellect at the door.





Consider, for example, what Paul says about why people should believe in a divine creator:  “Because that which is known about God is evident within them: for God made it evident to them.  For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood through what has been made” (Romans 1:19,20).  Paul is saying that the existence and functionality of the universe should compel us to conclude that there must have been a creator who designed it this way.  Isn’t this passage indicating that faith in God is based upon evidence?





Another biblical proposition, one as fundamental as the doctrine of theism, is 


the claim that Jesus is the Son of God.  But do the biblical writers ask us to believe this about Jesus without proof?  Certainly not.  








 Touching Jesus


And all the multitude sought to touch him; for power came forth from him, and healed (them) all. 


(Luke 6:19)





     On the occasion of this title verse, Jesus had been up on the mountain where He chose the twelve. When they came down to a level place, they were met by a great multitude of people. It is obvious that His fame had spread through the region for many had come from great distances. 


      This great audience consisted of three distinct groups. First, there were a great number of disciples, those who had previously heard and believed in Him. Second, was a great multitude from all Judea and Jerusalem and from Tyre and Sidon. These were not yet committed to him but came to hear. And third, the sick, lame, and the diseased that came or were brought to be healed of their diseases. In addition there were many that were vexed or tormented by unclean spirits, demons of Satan, devilish in nature and evil in influence. Considering the medical knowledge of the time, they had probably exhausted all resources available to them and in faith saw this healer as their only hope.


      It is important to note that they came with faith in what they knew about Jesus for they sought only to touch Him to be healed. It was not just the pressing 


of the crowd, for Jesus took no note of this, but a deliberate act of faith to touch him for a purpose. We see this detailed in Luke eight. Jesus knew someone had touched Him for this purpose for power went out from Him. When the woman confessed He replied, your faith hath made you whole. (Lk.8: 45-48)
