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What we need is not only to desire God but to desire Him single-mindedly and wholeheartedly.        I had two different roommates at college.  The first one (let’s call him Bob) was a meticulous housekeeper.  Our dorm room was spotless the entire year.  The second one (let’s call him Bill) was a great guy, but felt that neatness was too time-consuming for a busy college student.  Our beds were never made, and the floor stayed hidden beneath a layer of clothes, papers, and sundry items.  The perilous morning trek from my bed to the sink was a daily adventure.


     Now, you’ll please note that each of these fellows was only one occupant of a two-man dorm room.  Where did my opinions and habits fit into all this?  Why didn’t at least my half of the room stay the same from one roommate to the next?  The answer is simple.  I had no strong opinions on whether a dorm room should be kept neatly, so my actions merely fell in line with those of my roommate, whoever he might be.  When I roomed with Bob, I developed neat habits because he had neat habits.  When Bill became my roommate, I let those habits drop because he placed no value on them.


     I said all that to show how one person’s example can have considerable influence on another, sometimes without either of them realizing it.  Of course, that principle touches far more important areas than a dorm. The Bible teaches that we can influence a person’s spiritual housekeeping, too.  The example we set before others can lead them to live righteously…or sinfully.


      Many people go by the I-don’t-care-what-anybody-thinks standard.  We live in a free country, and we can do what makes us happy.  true, 


 








Paul didn’t say, “You know it’s alright to eat the meat, so who cares what those other folks think?”  It’s easy to do what seems to be good without considering the effect it has on someone else.  But God says that if my action influences a brother to sin by violating his conscience, even if the action itself is not wrong, then I have also sinned (verse 12).  Rather than letting liberty be a stumbling block, Paul affirmed.  “If food makes my brother stumble, I will never again eat meat” (verse 13).  The problem is that you have to swallow your pride to say something like that.  We often lack the humility to change something in our lives just because it makes someone else stumble.


     Jesus said, “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father in heaven” (Matthew 5:16).  Our conduct is seen by those who love us and those who oppose us.  In either case, that conduct must be righteous.  People can be led to God or driven away by our example.  We must face the sobering fact that it often is important what others think!  Are you setting the right example?  Are you sensitive to the kind of influence you have on those around you?  Are you humble enough to take responsibility for it?


     You’ll be glad to know that my housekeeping habits these days are not too bad.  Of course, that may be due to the fact that my wife likes things neat.  It just goes to show that you should never underestimate the power of your influence.  Christian, how is your example teaching others to keep their spiritual houses?

‘Be an Example’

How we live is our own business, we reason, and it doesn’t matter what other people think about it.  Now, there’s an extent to which that’s because no matter what you do or say, somebody probably won’t like it.  But we who are God’s people can’t afford to disregard the kind of spiritual example we set before others.  If they see something other than a godly life, then regardless of whether they like it, we have set a bad example and had the wrong influence.


     Paul instructed Timothy to “be an example to the believers in word, in manner of life, in love, in faith, in purity” (1 Timothy 4:12).  He told Titus to “be an example of good deeds, with purity in doctrine, dignified, sound in speech which is beyond reproach, so that the opponent will be put to shame, having nothing bad to say about us” (Titus 2:7-8).  These young preachers were to be good examples so that other disciples would be encouraged, and so that their enemies would be ashamed.  Like then, our conduct will have some influence on both the church and the world.  We must make sure that conduct is godly.


     Paul told the Corinthian saints to be sensitive to their influence on others.  Some of their number believed it was wrong to eat meat that had been sacrificed to idols, while others knew that “food does not commend us to God” (1 Corinthians 8:8).  Those who ate the meat in good conscience did not sin.  The problem arose when those who felt it was wrong were influenced by their brothers to eat anyway, which violated their conscience and caused them to sin.  Paul warned the ones who ate the meat to “beware lest somehow this liberty of yours become a stumbling block to those who are weak” (verse 9).











 The Call of the World


But each one is tempted when he is drawn away by his own desires and enticed. Then, when desire has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and sin, when it is full-grown, brings forth death. (James 1:14, 15)


Whatever our greatest desires are, those will determine the direction of our lives. Thus decisions about our desires are extremely important. As we begin to desire God, one of the challenges we face is that of purifying our desires and making them whole. Satan is endlessly creative in his enticements, and we can be sure that learning to truly and completely want what God wants will not always be easy. Frankly, it is hard to purge our hearts of the remnants of our old desires.


Even after committing ourselves to greater holiness and purity, we are sometimes like the people of Israel after they had been delivered from Egyptian slavery. In some ways they were glad to be free, but they quickly began to complain against Moses. Somewhere in their hearts, they seemed to resent the loss of certain former pleasures. "And in their hearts they turned back to Egypt" (Acts 7:39). Like Israel, we will not be truly free from bondage until we stop murmuring against our Deliverer and quit looking over our shoulder. Even if we keep from outwardly returning to Egypt, it's dangerous even to long for that land!              	Cont on Page 3
