The effectual reverent prayer of a righteous man availeth much. (Js.5: 16)
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Sin is a bit like that.  The devil never shows you the whole picture. Don’t let Satan’s “commercials” fool you.  There is no lasting pleasure in violating God’s law.  The true reward of sin is death (James 1:15; Romans 6:23).  No matter how good it may seem at the moment, it’s not worth the price of your immortal soul (Mark 8:36-37).

     There are times for all of us when we have the challenge of seeing into the spiritual realm without any real experience on which to base our vision…other than our faith in God’s Word, of course.  It’s trying to see the invisible.  Most of us are not too good at that and we can become discouraged…


…and even question God.  Do you remember Tevye in “Fiddler on the Roof?”  He was good at giving God credit for good things, but also blaming God for bad things.      Perhaps we should be thankful because these difficult days give us special opportunities to grow spiritually and provide the courage to renew our “inward man day by day.”  James said, “My brethren, count it all joy when you fall into various trials, knowing that the testing of your faith produces patience.  But let patience have its perfect work, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking nothing.”  (James 1:2-4).


     John Sargent once painted a critically acclaimed, small, almost technically perfect picture of roses.  He was offered thousands of dollars for it but he would never sell.  He was asked “why” and he always responded, “I consider this my greatest artistic work.  When I am discouraged, I look at it and know I can paint with the best.”  Some of you have been through dark days, more than some others can imagine.  Look at those days and know you have succeeded.  You can stand any test because you can see the invisible.  A man used to go to the hospital and read the Gospels to the patients.  He began to lose his sight and the doctors told him he was going blind.  He was not seen at the hospital for the next year but one day he returned.  “Where were you?” he was asked.  “I had to leave for a year to memorize the gospels” he said, “so I could finish my work.”  He did not lose heart.
