Being Separate for God





"Wherefore Come ye out from among them, and be ye separate, saith the Lord, and touch no unclean thing; and I will receive you, and I will be to you a Father, and ye shall be to me sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty". (II Cor. 6:17-18)





     God has always demanded, of those who would be his people, total commitment to Him. He said of Himself, I am a jealous God (Ex. 20: 5; Deut 6: 15) and I will have no other gods before me. (Ex. 20: 3) He demanded that the nation of Israel be separate and apart from the nations around them lest they turn to their idols and forsake Him. They were to be a nation for God's own possession.


      To the Corinthians Paul wrote, “Be not unequally yoked with unbelievers". (II Cor.6: 14)


He is not talking, as many suppose, about a marriage relation but the elements of the world that would draw them away from total commitment to the Lord. Look at the reasoning of the questions that follow. " what fellowship have righteousness and iniquity? or what communion hath light with darkness? what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what portion hath a believer with an unbeliever"? what agreement hath a temple of God with idols? (II Cor. 6: 16) The questions are rhetorical and the answer to all is "none". Paul goes on to say that "we are a temple of the Living God and upon that fact

chooses to do.  It is voluntary.  It is man’s doing.  It did not originate or was not created nor controlled by God.  While His creation inherently “glorifies” Him, it is praise that does not originate with Him that pleases Him most.


     Until God created man as a free moral agent, a creature of choice, there was nothing to praise Him except that which was intrinsically so.  It is as if, and, in fact, may be that God felt He wanted praise from something other than that which was “forced” or “programmed” to praise Him.  Notice that Christ said acceptable worship must be “in spirit and in truth” (John 4:23-24).  Worship that is forced (“I have to”), i.e., not from the heart, is not acceptable.  Such worship is no better than involuntary honor and praise of the things that have been “programmed” to praise God.


     Since God is going to destroy all the things that inherently honor and declare His glory, “heavens…elements…earth and works therein,” with momentary destruction (2 Peter 3:10), it logically follows that He would destroy that which does not honor Him at all—the wicked and disobedient (2 Thessalonians 1:7-8).  However, because man is in the image of God (eternal soul) this will be eternal destruction (Matthew 10:28; 25:46).


     The only thing God will preserve (save) is that which voluntarily honors and worships Him—the people who serve Him faithfully.  We honor and serve Him faithfully by obeying His commandments (Matthew 7:21); Hebrews 5:9).  Only by obedience can we please God.  For our faithful obedience He will bless us eternally (Matthew 25:46).





					





     Abraham” (Matthew 3:9).  In context this statement is about obedience.  John had just told the Pharisees and Sadducees, “Bring forth therefore fruits meet for repentance.”  John’s point:  Ancestry does not make a person pleasing to God.  Physical relationship, even to Abraham, did not praise or please God any more than stones He has created.  More than physical birth (Lineage), stones, etc., it is sincere obedience that pleases God.


     Samuel told Saul, “Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to harken than the fat of rams.”  (1 Samuel 15:22)  Sacrifices, per se, did not honor and glorify God.  They were pleasing only as acts of obedience.  In fact, failure to obey made sacrifices detestable (Isaiah 1:10-15).  It was obedience that God wanted (vv. 16-20).


     Christ asked, “What shall it profit a man if he gain the whole world and lose his own soul?”  (Mark 8:36)  If possible, man could give the world and everything in it, but if he didn’t obey God he would not be pleasing to Him.  Things of the world were created by God and inherently honor Him, but what He wants and is more pleased with is that which is of man—man’s obedience.


     The lives of men are the only things that are outside God’s control.  They are the only things that do not by nature honor God.  God does use the lives of men to accomplish His purposes, but man controls his own life; he chooses right or wrong.  God built into man a desire to worship, but left man free to choose whom he will worship.


     Man’s freedom of choice is the reason God is more pleased with the honor and glory given Him by man than the intrinsic praise of His creation.  Because God made man a creature of choice, his reverence and obedience to God is something man








 We read, “The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament shewth His handy work.” (Psalm 19:1)  We sing, “. . . All His hosts together praise Him, sun and moon and stars on high … all ye fruitful trees and cedars, all ye hills and mountains high, creeping things and beasts and cattle, birds that in the heavens fly …”


    God has created a truly marvelous and wonderful universe.  All creation, from the atoms that make up the molecules of the many elements to the stars and galaxies that are so enormously large in size and number, praise Him in declaring His glory.  God surely finds a measure of satisfaction in the things of His creation.  Genesis records six times during creation “God saw that it was good” and after creation was finished, “And God saw everything that He had made, and behold, it was very good” (Genesis1:31).


     But the things of creation, plants, animals, earth, stars, etc., are controlled by God.  They have no choice but to serve the purpose God intended and, thus, praise Him.  For example, a beautiful sunset praises God, but the sunset the next day—and flowers and mountains and trees, etc.—praise Him just as much and God can make just as many of these as he desires.  But the praise by the things of His creation is not voluntary; it is inherent in their creation—they are “programmed” to glorify God.


     While the inherent praise of the things of His creation may be somewhat satisfying, that which pleases Him most is that which is “outside” of creation; something He did not create and does not control—namely, man’s reverence, obedience and devoted service to Him—man’s voluntary praise.


John the Baptist said, “. . . God is able of these stones to raise up children unto


   








The Pleasing Nature of Obedience

"come out from among them and be separate".


Many people believe that one religion is as good as another and we are all going to heaven our own way. But, that is certainly not what Jesus taught. He said, " I am the way, and the truth, and the life: no one cometh unto the Father, but by me". (John 14: 6) Nothing is more exclusive than that, it implies that one must follow His teachings completely. Those who teach and practice things that are in contrast to the commands of Jesus are unbelievers in every sense. Paul was so sure about this that he wrote  " But though we, or an angel from heaven, should preach unto you any gospel other than that which we preached unto you, let him be anathema". (Gal 1:8)  


    Our worship must be unprofaned by the religious practices of others and our lives untouched by the world around us. We must not dabble in them or expose ourselves to them any more than Israel with the nations, lest we be drawn into the world’s idolatry.


     We are sanctified (separated or set apart) by the blood of Christ (Heb. 13: 12) a costly price indeed. 


 We must, therefore, be separate for God or we will surely be separated from God.
