the conviction that whatever you might lose by acting is less important than what will be lost if you don’t act.  We might say that courage comes from a proper appraisal of what’s truly important.





How did early Christians find the courage to endure persecution, even death, for Christ?  Because they treasured everlasting life above this life.  How does a young person find the courage to resist pressure to sin?  Because she values a clear conscience more than the praise of her friends.  How does a man find the courage to talk to his neighbor about Jesus?  Because he values another person’s soul more than his own comfort.





Most of all, we can draw courage from the faithfulness of God.  If we do not forsake Him, He will not forsake us.  “Be strong and courageous…for the Lord your God is the one who goes with you.  He will not fail you or forsake you” (Deut. 31:6).
