     Some are looking for a service-oriented kind of church.  Such a church would teach you money management.  They would offer aerobic classes and weight loss seminars.  Computer classes, tax preparation, and estate planning would be essential in a service-oriented church.  Some would even want elementary or high school classes taught at church.  When a person finds just the right services being offered, that church will become their church.


     Still, some want a church that is just plain fun.  They want activities, games, food, contests, movies, and a great wholesome time.


     Others want a church that will accept them, with no questions asked.  Don’t ask about beliefs, sexual orientation, habits or lifestyles.  Just take me as I am and let me stay the way I am.  And when they find a church that will do that, then that church becomes their church.


     Many people don’t see anything wrong with such thinking.  Shouldn’t the church be doing these things?


     Here are two thoughts to consider:


1.  Instead of finding a church that meets my needs, shouldn’t I be looking for a church that meets God’s needs?  It is very selfish to think that I can “church shop” until I find the very church that makes me happy and does what I want done.  The church is the body of Christ.  It is the pillar of truth (1 Timothy 3:15).  The church brings honor to God when it does what God wants done.  For a long time, people have left God out of their thinking.  We need to consider:  what are God’s needs and what does God want?  We cannot leave God out of the church.


2.  Many don’t know what they really need.  God does.  This is why He designed the church the way He did.  A church that 














A Mindful God





"What is man, that thou art mindful of him? And the son of man, that thou visitest him? For thou hast made him but little lower than God, and crownest him with glory and honor. Thou makest him to have dominion over the works of thy hands; Thou hast put all things under his feet": (Ps 8:4-6)





Most scholars agree that although this passage is messianic it was not so in the mind of the Psalmist but of man, i.e. the "human race". It is the ageless question, "who am I" and why would a God so mighty, so vast and glorious, turn His thoughts to a mere member of His creation? Why would he give him dominion over the works of His hands? The Primus of the question has its root and answer in (Gen. 1: 26) The design of God was to make man in "Our Image", not equal to but slightly lower than God. This image, of necessary, carries with it a sinlessness which man failed to maintain and was thus separated from God. 





In Hebrews One, the writer establishes the divinity of Jesus conclusively. (Heb. 1: 5&13) In chapter two he reveals the humanity of Jesus by the quotation from (Psalms 8: 4).
