     Peter wrote, “in your faith supply moral excellence…” (2 Peter 1:5, NAS).  The Greek word arête means excellence of any kind.  It also carries the idea of vigor and energy applied to something.  In this case, it is excellence of a moral nature, the result of diligently applying oneself to holiness.  Some translations render it “virtue.”


     In any pursuit in life -- sports, business, education -- people succeed when they value excellence and strive for it.  They set high goals and hold themselves to high standards.  Even if they don’t always measure up, they never stop demanding excellence of themselves.  And in the long run, excellence is what they achieve.


     God teaches us to value and pursue spiritual excellence.  He has given us “everything pertaining to life and godliness” (2 Peter 1:3) and made us “partakers of the divine nature” (verse 4).  He provides the tools we need and expects us to use them to build holy lives -- to become like Him.  “But like the Holy One who called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior; because it is written, ‘You shall be holy, for I am holy’” (1 Peter 1:15-16).  God speaks of our being perfect – not in the sense of being sinless and flawless, but of being mature and complete.  “You are to be perfect, as your heavenly Father is perfect” (Matthew 5:48). “We proclaim Him, admonishing every man and teaching every man with all wisdom, so that we may present every man complete

What does gambling do to promote virtue?  Just how do you nurture holiness by wrapping yourself around a member of the opposite sex on a dance floor or in a parked car?  How does a movie filled with foul language or sexual content make your faith stronger?


     But excellence isn’t just about avoiding certain things.  Striving for virtue also means there will be certain things we always do.  Seeking excellence means you don’t have to debate whether you’re going to attend the worship assembly tonight, or read your Bible today, or visit someone who needs it, or share your faith with a friend.  You just do it.  Our citizenship is in heaven; we’re waiting and preparing for the day we go home.  That hope drives us to pursue holiness.  “And everyone who has this hope fixed on Him purifies himself, just as He is pure” (1 John 3:3).


     No, we’re not perfect.  Our Father knows it, and His Son died because of it.  But God has called us to virtue and holiness.  Don’t make excuses about being human; pursue excellence as a partaker of the divine.

Even though we don’t always measure up, our goal is excellence.  We strive to attain to “a mature man, to the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ” (Ephesians 4:13).


     God calls us to spiritual excellence.  The problem is, we often seem content with spiritual mediocrity.  We’re quick to excuse our shortcomings with, “Well, I’m only human; I’m not perfect.”  We become satisfied with what we are instead of allowing God to make us something better. Unless the Bible condemns something in so many words, their automatic verdict is, “I see nothing wrong with it.”  If moral excellence is our goal, why would we engage in things which at the least contribute nothing t6o it, and at the most are a hindrance to it?
