John Steinbeck lamented, “No one wants advice – only corroboration.”  So true in too many cases.  But hear God:  “The way of a fool is right in his own eyes, but a wise man listens to advice” (Proverbs 12:15).  “Like an earring of gold and an ornament of fine gold is a wise reprover to a listening ear” (Proverbs 25:12).  





I have done extensive research in the beliefs and teachings of Islam.  This was done to prepare for a debate with an Islamic scholar concerning Christ’s deity.





As I’ve studied, one point has become clear:  people believe what they want to believe.  People did not follow Mohammed because he did undeniable miracles that showed he was from God.  In fact, although Muslim legend now ascribes many miracles to him, Mohammed stated emphatically that he wouldn’t do any miracles.  People believed him anyway because, in my opinion, they wanted to believe him.  He gave the Arab his own religion, one not derived from the hated Jews and their Law, or that called them to serve a Jewish messiah.  Further, he gave them an excuse to do what they wanted:  conquer, plunder, and pillage.  So, in the name of “conversion,” Islam rolled across Africa, and into southern Europe.  Mohammed’s message found a willing audience of people who were longing to hear what he had to say.





That has not changed.  Today people want to hear that Christianity is supposed to meet their every need.  From child care to a place to recreate, to counseling, to support groups – you name it, the church should have it and do it.  The fact that there is no basis in Scripture for 


    








Mercy Triumphs Over Judgment

“Mercy triumphs over judgment” (James 2:13).





     God is a God of justice.  He has issued laws to which He holds men accountable and by which man will be judged.  The severity of law is stated by James just prior to our featured passage:  “For whoever shall keep the whole law, and yet stumble in one point, he is guilty of all” (James 2:10).  A high standard, indeed.


     If this is the end of the story, we are doomed.  But God is also a God of mercy.  He has pitied us in our helplessness and at great cost provided pardon for our transgressions.  He did not have to do this; He freely chose to offer salvation to those who didn’t deserve it.  God’s mercy moderated His judgment.


     But James attaches a qualifier:  “For judgment is without mercy to the one who has shown no mercy” (2:13a).  He addresses some among his readers who have not been merciful to the poor but instead have dishonored them (2:2-6).  And this was not some private slight; they have been humiliated and discriminated against in the public assembly.  So, there is both warning and comfort in James’ observation.  If we are merciful, we have a quality of spirit that secures exoneration from our sins.  And if we are not merciful, God will give us what justice demands.

such activities troubles few.  Many flock to churches providing what they want, ignoring those who protest such activity, and eating up the message that these “ministries” are what Christianity is all about.  Why?  Because they want to believe it.





Other churches sell the theme that God is our own personal valet, fetching whatever we desire as long as we pray and give.  How can people fall for such crass manipulation of Scripture and Jehovah?  They want to.  Some churches major in easy grace, emphasizing that meeting Christ’s stringent demands of discipleship is not as important as long as you “love,” or come to church once a year, or are a “good person.”  That’s all you need to do to be saved according to some, and many believe it, without ever searching the Scriptures or asking where Jesus ever said any such thing.  Why?  Because they want to.





In all of this there must be a note of warning.  What is it that you want to believe?  The truth, or what makes you feel good and feeds your desires?  The devil will surely draw us away on marriage and divorce or the church’s work or Bible authority or whatever matter where he can find in you the weakness to believe error instead of truth because you want to.  Do you want truth?  Are you willing to pay the price for it?  “Buy the truth, and do not sell it” (Proverbs 23:23).








Where Will I put My Faith?
