Scientists in the field of physics talk about four constant forces in the universe:  gravity, electromagnetism, the “strong nuclear force” (which binds together protons and neutrons in an atom’s nucleus), and the “weak nuclear force” (which holds electrons in their orbit around an atom’s nucleus).





You may not understand a lot about these four forces (I know I don’t, but they hold together the atoms and molecules that make up our universe.  They are all constant.  Their relationship to one another is also constant.  And if any one of them were altered even a little bit, the whole universe would fall apart.





In his book The Unrandom Universe, author Sigmund Brouwer describes how some physicists used computer models to “evolve” imaginary universes in which these basic forces were slightly altered.  Where gravity was a couple of percentage points stronger, or electro-magnetism just a tad weaker.





Brouwer writes, “They discovered easily and quickly that the slightest changes in any of the four fundamental forces would 








‘Examine Everything Carefully’





A few years ago a Georgia man was arrested after he walked into a bank and tried to open an account using counterfeit cash – specifically, a fake one-million-dollar bill.





If only all counterfeits were that easy to spot “Examine everything carefully,” wrote Paul.  “Hold fast to that which is good; abstain from every form of evil” (1 Thessalonians 5:21-22).  The world is full of false religious ideas.  And while some are as obviously fraudulent as a million-dollar bill, others are more subtly deceptive.  Those teaching them may be friendly people who do lots of good things and even quote Scripture.  In the first century there were false teachers “disguising themselves as apostles of Christ” even though they were servants of Satan (2 Corinthians 11:13-15).  Their message mixed falsehood with enough truth to make it seem harmless.  And it’s often the same with their modern counterparts.





God calls on us to carefully measure everything against the standard of His revealed word.  Let’s make sure we know that standard well and hold tightly to it (2 Timothy 1:13; 2:15).  And always be on the lookout for counterfeits.
