A Day of Thanksgiving


I will give thanks unto Jehovah with my whole heart; I will show forth all thy marvellous works. (Ps. 9:1)





        This past Thursday we as a nation celebrated "Thanksgiving". Every school child knows the origin of this day when the Pilgrims after an arduous voyage landed at Plymouth Rock and observed a day of thanksgiving. In 1863, Abraham Lincoln proclaimed the last Thursday of November, a national day of thanksgiving and in 1941 congress sanctioned it as a legal holiday. Unfortunately, for the most part, it has become just that another legal holiday.


     To the saints of God, however, giving thanks to God is what we are all about. David said, "Sing unto the LORD, O ye saints of his, and give thanks at the remembrance of his holiness". (Ps 30:4)  The term "give thanks" occurs 135 times in Scripture and is always used as worship to God. Every aspect of our worship is an expression of thanksgiving to God and we meet on the “First Day" of the week in a special effort to honor Him for all His blessings.


      As we worship this morning, ask yourself, am I truly thankful:  


For God's revealed word? That He hath granted unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of him (2 Peter 1:3) you must study it to know that.


That I can " speak one to another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody with your heart to the Lord; giving thanks always for all things in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ" (Eph. 5:19-20) and be encouraged? You must be present to do that.

Troubled About Many Things

“Martha, Martha, you are worried and troubled about many things” (Luke 10:41).





There’s plenty to be worried about in this world, that’s for sure.  Finances, taxes, health, traffic, global jihad…the list goes on and on.  But we can also fret about mundane things that really aren’t important.  Martha was troubled that Mary was not helping her with the serving of their visiting VIP.





A positive spin might credit Martha for wishing to give the very best to Jesus, but Jesus didn’t quite see it that way.  His mild rebuke went straight to Martha’s nature. She is troubled about “many things,” not merely the moment at hand.  Her frustration with Mary is indicative of her overall outlook on life.





Jesus further commented:  “But one thing is needed, and Mary has chosen that good part, which will not be taken away from her” (Luke 10:42).  In other words, Mary’s priorities are in order.  She “sat at Jesus’ feet and heard His word” (v. 39).  Martha was worried about perishable food, but Mary sought “the word of God which lives and abides forever” (1 Peter 1:23).

possessor to obedience.  Faith, apart from works, is dead [James 2:17].  ‘Works,’ as used by James, are the commandments of the Lord (1 John 2:4; 5:3).  One who truly believes will not scoff at the duties which are before him, nor will he seek to avoid them; on the contrary, he will find pleasure in doing them, knowing that he is thereby pleasing the Lord”  (Guy N. Woods, Gospel Advocate Commentaries: John, 75).





“These are among the most decisive words of the NT with regard to what is meant by ‘believeth’ or ‘faith’ as frequently used by NT writers.  In all instances, it is an obedient faith that is meant, and never is some special quality of faith apart from obedience intended. Salvation by ‘faith alone’ is an erroneous tenet of human creeds, but it is not the teaching of God’s word.  He who does not obey the Son, in the practical sense, is an unbeliever; and all faith, of whatever degree, is dead without obedience” (James Burton Coffman: John, 114).

Believing and Obeying





“He who believes in the Son has eternal life; but he who does not obey the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him” (John 3:36m NASB).





Consider a few observations on this verse.





“The saving faith of John‘s Gospel involves both believing and obeying, as the Greek original of this text manifestly shows.  Apitheio (‘disobey’) is used here as the antithesis to pistueo (‘believe’)” (Daniel H. King, Truth Commentaries:  John, 69).





“The contrast of believe and obey…assists in defining the former term.  Belief is obedience to the utterance of God; disobedience is unbelief.  Belief is thus defined as commitment to authority rather than a passive opinion” (Merrill C. Tenney, John: the Gospel of Belief, 91).





“The phrases ‘believeth on the Son’ and ‘obeyeth not the Son’ are put in contrast and stand as exact opposites.  That is, to believe on the Son is to obey the Son, ‘believeth’ here signifying a faith that acts.  Mental assent is not true biblical faith and is nowhere reckoned as such.  Belief blesses only when it leads the

stedfastly in prayer, watching therein with thanksgiving" (II Cor. 4:2)  That I can make my needs known to God and He will hear? "In nothing be anxious; but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God". (Phil 4:6) You have to take time to pray if that’s true.


4.    That I can express my thanks by giving to Him as He commands? 


“Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God loveth a cheerful giver.


(2 Cor. 9:7) Do we give as He commands?


5.     That God has given a memorial of his Son whereby I proclaim His death? “For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink the cup, ye proclaim the Lord's death till he come". 


(1 Cor.1:26) You must be here for it.


6.     For the victory I have in Jesus? "but thanks be to God, who giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. (1 Cor 15:57) or for the gift of His son? “Thanks be to God for his unspeakable gift". (2 Cor 9:15) You must obey Him for it to be so.


     It is good that we set aside a day to show thanks for all God has done for this nation. It is more important that we meet as His children to worship Him with thanksgiving for the blessings of salvation through His Son and to proclaim that in the supper that we observe. 


     How we join ourselves in these things speaks volumes about just how thankful we are.


     Why would anyone want to miss any part of it?
