    More than 175 years ago, French statesman Alexis de Tocqueville made an extended visit to America.  Upon returning home, he compiled his observations and reflections on American culture into a book.  In one passage he wrote: “I sought for the greatness and genius of America in her commodious harbors and her ample rivers – and it was not there … in her fertile fields and boundless forests – and it was not there … in her rich mines and her vast world commerce – and it was not there … in her democratic Congress and her matchless Constitution – and it was not there.  Not until I went into the churches of America and heard her pulpits aflame with righteousness did I understand the secret of her genius and power.  America is great because she is good, and if America ever ceases to be good, she will cease to be great.”


    I wonder what de Tocqueville would say if he could visit America now?  Have we ceased to be good, and thus ceased to be great?  We know what God says:  “Righteousness exalts a nation, but sin is a disgrace to any people” (Proverbs 14:34).  


Let’s be at work cultivating righteousness in ourselves, instilling it in our children, modeling it for our neighbors, and teaching it in every way we can.
