ATTITUDES TOWARD GOD


Guard thy step when thou goest to the house of God; for to draw nigh to hear is better than to give the sacrifice of fools: for they know not that they do evil.  Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thy heart be hasty to utter anything before God; for God is in heaven and thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few.  For a dream cometh with a multitude of business, and a fool's voice with a multitude of words. (Eccl. 5:1-3)


   The NKJV says, "Walk prudently” (cautiously) and others say, "Keep thy feet" but in any case, the admonition of the preacher should give us some insight to the seriousness of approaching our God. Although, God certainly wants His children to approach him it must be done in reverence and respect. When we assemble as a local church we are "literally" coming into the presence of God and we must grasp the magnitude of His presence. Nothing is more important than our focus on Him.


   The warning is, to realize, what we are doing when we come into the presence of God. We should avoid unnecessary, trite and trivial words and actions that take our focus

Understand the Will of the Lord





“So then do not be foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord is” (Ephesians 5:17). Consider three points this simple verse makes.





First, we can understand the Lord’s will.  If not, God here commands us to do the impossible.  God has revealed His will to us in His word (1 Thessalonians 2:13), and His word is understandable.





Second, we must focus on what the will of God is.  Some are stuck on what it used to be, not realizing that the Old Testament is no longer in force (Hebrews 10:9).  Others mostly focus on what the will of God might be, basing their conduct on what God did not say (“Where does the Bible say not to…?”).  And some act as though the verse tells us to understand what the will of God ought to be; in practicality that is our position whenever we allow our own wisdom to supplant plain Bible statements.





Third, ignoring God’s will is foolish.  My own I-think-so’s, majority opinion, human experts, etc., are no match for God.  “The foolishness of God is wiser than men” (1 Corinthians 1:25a).  What could be more foolhardy than to ignore the only instruction which provides for us the best life now and prepares us for eternity?

away from the reverence due our Lord. In the phrase, "be more ready to hear" the author is not speaking of coming to listen to the exposition of the law, rather he is cautioning against approaching the worship of God in the wrong way. The word "hear" has the sense of "obey."
