Who says what's Right or Wrong?





In those days there was no king in Israel: every man did that which was right in his own eyes. (Judg. 17:6)





     As a civilized society, we have agreed to be governed by a set of laws and those laws are enacted for what seems the betterment of all people. When someone goes beyond the bounds of law, they are called into account for their actions and reprimanded accordingly. The problem with our view of right and wrong in modern society is that no one can agree upon an "absolute standard". We leave it up to judges to interpret the law and rule as they see it and they do not always agree. Some are lenient and others are hard and we have come to think that there is no absolute. 


     When people reject absolute standards, they are often inconsistent. When they think they are being treated unfairly, they appeal to a standard of justice that they expect everyone else to adhere to. 


     A philosophy professor began each new term by asking his class, "Do you believe it can be shown that there are absolute values like justice?" The free -thinking students all argued that all things are relative and no one law applies universally. Before the semester ended the professor devoted a class to a debate of the issue. At the end of the class he stated, 


"Regardless of what you think, I want you to know that absolute values can be demonstrated and if you don't accept what I say I will fail you". One angry student stood up and said, "That’s not fair!" "That proves my point" replied the professor, "You have appealed to a higher standard of fairness".

impressed with success and failure. While this time of life is a time for provision (1Timothy 5:8), it is also a time to recognize that too much emphasis on the worldly impedes the spiritual progress which should also be apparent at this time (see Matthew 6:19, 24-34).  We are warned to "set your affections on things above, not on things on the earth" (Colossians 3:1-2).  And James warns about trusting in fleeting riches (James 5:1-3).


      The years of our sunset are years of wisdom and reflection, years where hope is closer because the end is nearer.


      The Bible speaks to these times as well.  It tells us to "number our days," that "the days of our years are threescore years and ten …" and that "life is soon cut off, and we fly away" (Psalm 90:10). We Spend Our Days

We live in time.  From a moral standpoint, time is neutral--neither good nor bad--though it contributes to both.  The man who is evil will, in time, become more evil..  The good man, given time, will invariably become better.  Time does not stand still and neither does the character of the man who lives in it.
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Unfortunately, the same irrational thinking is applied to religious beliefs and of our relationship to God.  The fact that the world has the idea that men can believe what they wish about God and worship Him as they see fit, yet all are right, totally denies God's standard. 


     Whatever God says is truth (John 17:17) and that makes it absolute. It is about this expression of absolute truth that John wrote, " And this is the message which we have heard from him and announce unto you, that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.". (1 John 1:5) When two disagree and appeal to a higher standard, it must be to God's word that they appeal and nothing else (especially something from man) will do. It is God's word that makes us free from the law of sin and death. (John 8: 28)


     The answer, then, to the question "Who says what's Right and wrong?" is God. It is therefore God who will be our Judge by the righteousness of the Son. James wrote, “One (only) is the lawgiver and judge, (even) he who is able to save and to destroy" (James 4:12) and "the judgment of God is according to truth" (Rom 2:2) Jesus' instruction about making disciples was not only to baptize them in the name of the trinity but to " teach them to observe all things I have commanded you" (Matt 28:20) and it is by this righteousness that we will pass or fail.

      Men have always separated the time of our lives into basically three categories: youth, the middle years and old age.


     The years of our youth are years of learning, growing, and understanding ourselves.  For many, they are also times of foolishness, recklessness, and youthful pretensions.  Solomon addresses the particular needs of young persons in the first five chapters of the Proverbs.  He says that the word of God is sufficient to give "to the young man knowledge and discretion" (Proverbs 1:4).  Paul warns young persons to "flee youthful lusts" (2 Timothy 2:22).   Excessive curiosity, pride of learning, sexual experimentation, the tendency to criticism, and several other things, which might be classified as "youthful lusts," are treated in scripture.  Clear instruction for young persons and their peculiar problems is given in the closing chapters of Ecclesiastes (Eccl. 11:9-12:1).


      The mid-years are times of production, progress, maturing.  But they are also dangerous times, for it is during these times that we become, if we are not careful, too independent, too wrapped up in the secular, too 








        Time is what life is all about.  We measure most everything in terms of time.  We have divided it into sections of centuries, decades, months, weeks, days, minutes and seconds.  Every day we set out to achieve what we can in the amount of time we have allotted to that project.  Even our language is tied inseparably to time.  Our verbs--the strongest terms in our language--are all set in time and tell of being or state of being.  We even have a popular periodical called Time Magazine.  


      Life is time.  The Bible speaks of the beginning, meaning the origin of time (Genesis 1:1), when God created all things.  "Once upon a time" is appropriate for every story, for everything has happened since time began to be counted.


     The Bible speaks of our lives in terms of time.  "We spend our years as a tale that is told" (Psalm 90:9).  It also speaks of regulating time.  Proverbs, particularly, has considerable to say about slothfulness and procrastination, both of which are but poor time management (Proverbs 6:9-10; 12:27; 19:24; 22:13; 24:30-31; 26:13-14, etc.).  The New Testament speaks of "redeeming the time” and says, "for the days are evil" (Ephesians 6:16).  The Hebrew
