       We are a society that, during times of disaster, is drawn to the calamity that seems the most spectacular at the time. It is quite common for things that have been the focus of news to fade into nothingness when something bigger comes along. And, the bigger the issue and the more people involved the more you are likely to hear the question, "why would God…"? On the other hand someone will say, "thank God I am alive". One is intended to imply that there is no God or that He does not care, while the other recognizes that God is in control and that there are more important things with God than earthly calamities. 


      Jesus makes this so clear when he rebukes His disciples for their indignation toward the woman who poured the precious ointment over Him. (Matt 26: 10)


Their concern for the poor was superficial and Jesus knew that. They could not see the importance of what He was about because of a concern about everyday matters. It is an example of "can't see the forest for the trees". But, look at the way Jesus impressed this upon them. He said, “For ye have the poor always with you; but me ye have not always". (Matt 26:11)


It is not that he did not care for the poor; His concern had been well established. The point, however, is that in the overall scheme of things the physical welfare of the poor or the rich don't account for much.
