The Truth about a Lie


 Lying lips are an abomination to Jehovah; But they that deal truly are his delight. (Prov. 12: 22)





     It is uncertain how our word "lie" came into being but it pre-dates English to the old Teutonic languages.


It was once "leye", later "lighe" and then "lie". In any case a lie, simply put, is an untruth calculated to deceive. The Oxford English Dictionary says, "In modern use, the word is normally a violent expression of moral reprobation which in polite conversation tends to be avoided, the synonyms falsehood and untruth often being substituted as relatively euphemistic". 


      A lie is always wrong and probably nothing is described in the scripture as being more distasteful to God. In (Titus1: 2) Paul declares that, "God can not tell a lie". Because God is Truth, the Hebrew writer says, "it is impossible for God to lie". (Heb. 6: 18) Is it any wonder then that, " Lying lips are an abomination to Jehovah"?  In spite of this, lying is one of the most frequent of all sins.  I suppose it is because there are so many ways to do it. Some people just live a lie. In the International Standard Bible Encyclopedia, William Evens wrote, " It is not always a spoken word that is a lie, for a life lived under pretense, a hypocritical life is a lie equally with a false word".


     We often hear people talk about "little lies" or "white lies" and sometimes "half-truths" as when Satan tempted Eve (Gen. 3) and Abraham with Abimelech. (Gen, 20) Be assured, however, that when deception is involved, there are no half lies. 


     Lying is a hurtful thing (Prov. 26: 28) and it is hated by all for, A righteous man hateth lying; (Prov 13:5). As strange as it seems, those who lie do not like to be lied to.

   The great apostle Paul, a man blessed with powerful spiritual gifts, who could even raise the dead to life (Acts 20:9-12), prayed constantly (Romans 11:9-10: “God…is my witness how constantly I remember you in my prayers at all times.” Colossians 1:9: “…we have not stopped praying for you.” 2 Timothy 1:23: “…night and day I constantly remember you in my prayers.”)  We should be just as vigilant.  Like the persistent widow in Jesus parable (Luke 18:1-8), we should approach our Father day and night with the troubles we encounter and need Him to resolve (James 5:13).  Even when we cannot find the words to express our needs, the Spirit will intervene on our behalf (Romans 8:26-27).


     We must make prayer a frequent habit (1 Thessalonians 5:17) and pray to God with confidence that He will hear us (John 15:7; James 5:15; Philippians 4:6).  It not only will draw us closer to our Heavenly Father – just like a baby is drawn closer to his/her parent – but it will change things.  God tells us so.

And how did he do that?  “I can do all things through Him who strengthens me” (verse 13).

    Why do babies cry?  They cannot speak our language, although they don’t know it.  They cannot tell specifically what they want or need, although they don’t realize it.  They don’t even know whether anyone can hear them, or if they can, whether they will respond.  Yet they cry regularly – sometimes relentlessly – always expectantly.


     As parents, we always hear our babies cry.  We never separate ourselves so far from them that we cannot hear them.  They cannot speak our complex language or communicate directly with us, but we always figure out what they need or want.


     Oddly enough, a baby’s cry is a cry of faith.  When babies cry – and they never wait to cry – they cry out for someone greater than themselves to help them accomplish what they cannot accomplish alone – to feed them and comfort them; to care for them and provide for their needs.  How ironic that we, sophisticated, intelligent and enlightened adults, can learn simple lesson from babies.  How regularly do we cry out for someone greater than ourselves?


     The truth is this:  our prayers are our cries.  Scripture reverberates with the theme over and over.  Consider:





• The Israelites cried to God: “The Israelites groaned in their slavery and cried out, and their cry for help because of their slavery went up to God” (Exodus 2:23).  “And now the cry of the Israelites has reached Me…” (Exodus 3:9).





•David cried to God: “In my distress I called to the LORD; I called out to my God.  From his temple, He heard my voice; my cry came to His ears” (2 Samuel 22:7; Psalm 18:6).








• Solomon cried to God: “Yet give attention to your servant’s prayer and his pleas for mercy, O LORD my God.  Hear the cry and the prayer that your servant is praying in your presence this day” (1 Kings 8:28).





• Elijah cried to God” “Then he stretched himself out on the boy three times and cried to the LORD, ‘O LORD my God, let this boy’s life return to him!’ The Lord heard Elijah’s cry, and the boy’s life returned to him, and he lived” (1 Kings 17:21-22).





• Jesus describes that we should cry to God: “And will not God bring about justice for His chosen ones, who cry out to Him day and night?  Will He keep putting them off?” (Luke 18:7)





    If we do not cry and pray to God – like a baby who never cries – something is terribly wrong.  We signal to our Father that we believe there is no one greater than ourselves to solve our problems or that we have no needs, or that we have no confidence that our prayers will make any difference.


     The Bible plainly teaches us that prayer works.  Prayer is powerful.  Do you believe the voice of the Lord is powerful?  It is – according to Psalm 29:4. Is the word?  It is – according to Psalm 29:4. Is the word?  It is – according to Hebrews 1:3 and Romans 1:16. Are the angels?  They are – according to 2 Thessalonians 1:7. The Bible says the same thing about prayer (James 5:16).  In other words, whatever power is ascribed to the Lord’s voice, to His word and to His angels, is also ascribed to the prayers of the righteous!  How could we ignore such a powerful tool?  Why would we ignore such a powerful tool?

     Lying can become habitual and be as addictive as any narcotic. Paul quoted a Cretan prophet as saying 


"all Cretans are liars". (Titus 1: 12) He was talking about the habitual nature of these people to lie. 


     Lying is a hurtful thing (Prov. 26: 28) and it is hated by all for, A righteous man hateth lying; (Prov 13:5). As strange as it seems, those who lie do not like to be lied to. 


     Of the seven things that are an abomination to God (Prov. 6: 16-17) one is a "lying tongue and another is "false witness that utter lies". In contrast to this John makes it very clear that the source of all lies is Satan. " Ye are of (your) father the devil ----- When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar and the father thereof". (John 8:44) When Ananias and Sapphira lied about their giving, Peter pointed directly to the source of their problem. " Ananias, why hath Satan filled thy heart to lie to the Holy Spirit"? (Acts 5:3)


     We are all susceptible when least expected. Consider Peter, who after three years with Jesus, in the end denied him with a lie.


     Above all, lying will cause one to be lost. So much does God hate the lying tongue, Jesus said, that along with others, " all liars shall have their part in the lake, which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death. (Rev 21:8) I don't believe that there are any exceptions in that statement.


     Our children must be taught to be truthful by word and example while they are young and we must guard our lives that we can be an example of truth in all we do or say. May God help us to do so.
