An Illusion


“The appearance of something that makes one see it in a false way”





    A while back a friend of mine sent me an email with the heading “this will blow you away”, along with other comments by those who had sent it to him. There were comments like “most amazing email ever” or “I don’t know how they do it”. 


     The email consists of several slides with a picture of David Copperfield, a renowned illusionist. The first slide shows six face cards of different characters and suits and the instructions to choose one and think on it without touching it or clicking on it. “Now look straight into my eyes and I will tell you the card on your mind”.  The last slide contains five face cards 


of different characters and suits and the statement. “see your card is missing”. When you look at the remaining cards, sure enough the card you choose is missing and you ask in amazement, “how do they do that”?  The truth is you have been led to believe a lie. Not only is your card missing, all the cards you chose from are missing also and you are looking at five different cards so similar that you are deceived into believing that they are the cards from which you chose minus your choice. You were deceived.


     The world is full of deceivers and I suppose that a harmless card trick is no big deal but when it comes to spiritual matters we had better be on guard. Satan is the master deceiver and has no rivals. Jesus said, “he is a liar and the father of lies” (John 8:44). You can be assured that he will stop at nothing to capture your soul. your servant.  And whoever desires to be first among you, let him be your slave" (Matthew 20:20-27).


     In Jerusalem, Jesus unleashed His pent-up godly wrath upon the Pharisees.  Some of His sharpest words were aimed at their pride.  "They love the best places at feasts, the best seats in the synagogues, greetings in the market places, and to be called of men, "Rabbi, Rabbi.". Then to His disciples, Jesus said, "But you, do not be called 'Rabbi'; for one is your Teacher, the Christ, and you are all brethren.  . . . And do not be called teacher, for One is your teacher, the Christ. But he who is greatest among you shall be your servant.  And whoever exalts himself will be abased, and he who humbles himself will be exalted" (Matthew 23:6-12).


The word teacher is from the same word from which we get doctor.


     One would suppose that surely the apostles would have learned by this time.  But, sadly enough, during that last supper with Jesus "there was also rivalry among them, as to which of them should be considered the greatest" (Luke 18:24).  Jesus had to explain all over again the principles of true greatness in His kingdom.


      Not until they saw the king "for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honor" did they finally learn the lesson of greatness in the kingdom. This is the prescription for humility in me.

Jesus' Teaching On Humility

In harmony with God's choices through the centuries, Jesus chose the humblest men available to be His apostles.  Even then, His greatest challenge was teaching them to be more humble still.  And today, this may be the Lord's greatest challenge in making us useful citizens of His kingdom.








    The Sermon on the Mount followed immediately the Lord's choice of the twelve.  His very first words enjoined humility:  "Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven." Continuing, He warned against the practice of those whose desire for the glory of men caused them to do their alms, offer their prayers and even fast to be seen of men.  His "Judge not that you be not judged" was primarily intended to warn against the spirit of self-righteousness that overlooks one's own faults while delighting in finding faults in others.


     As time passed, Jesus seemed to favor three of the disciples above the others.  Only they were with him in the room when He raised the daughter of Jairus, and they alone witnessed His transfiguration.  These three must have felt a little more important than the others and the others may well have envied them.  For whatever reason, as they were on the road from the Mount of Transfiguration to Capernaum, they "disputed among themselves who would be the greatest.  And He sat down, called the twelve, and said to them, 'If anyone desires to be first, he shall be last of all and servant of all'" (Mark 9:34-35).  "And Jesus called a little child to Him, set him in the midst of them, and said "Assuredly I say to you, unless you are converted and become as little children, you will by no means enter the kingdom of heaven.  Therefore, whoever humbles himself as this little child is the greatest in the kingdom of heaven". 


(Matthew 18:2-3).








       Little children are totally unconscious of position, of whose family is more or less important, of who is richer or poorer, or who is from one race or another.  Until they are influenced by adults, they have no pride to make them feel superior to others, or to be wounded by a perception that others are superior.  Jesus says this is the way it must be among citizens of His kingdom, particularly among those who would be great.


     Jesus attended a feast and "noted how they chose the best places."  He advised the guests to avoid choosing the most prominent seat, because if some more important came in, they might be embarrassed by being asked to move down to the foot of the table.  Better to sit at the humblest place and be honored by being invited to "go up higher."  Then He added His oft-repeated words, "For whoever exalts himself will be abased, and he who humbles himself will be exalted" (Luke 14:7-11). 


As Jesus and the twelve journeyed toward Jerusalem, the mother of James and John came asking a special favor of Him: that her two sons might sit, one on His right and one on His left in the kingdom.  Mark reveals that James and John were also involved in the request.  How ambitious they were!  The others, however, were just as ambitious.  They were "moved with indignation," feeling that James and John were seeking an advantage to get the high position they all wanted.  Jesus observed that the greatness they were seeking was Gentile greatness, based on appointment to a position over others.  Jesus said, "It shall not be so among you; but whoever desires to become great among you, let him be

    Unfortunately, we live in a society where we are bombarded daily by situations that are meant to deceive us into thinking it’s OK to do things that we know are not right. Movies and TV sitcoms are filled with situations that portray premarital sex or sex outside marriage as not only ok but expected when boy meets girl. They treat homosexual behavior as normal and just another choice. Many portray drunkenness as the only way to have a good time and enjoy one’s life and worst of all immodest dress as the standard by which you are judged.


     Young people, (and old alike) if you buy into this illusion you have been deceived. Paul wrote to the early Christians, “Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are (these): fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousies, wraths, factions, divisions, parties, envyings, drunkenness, revellings, and such like; ….. they who practise such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.” (Gal 5:19-21)


     I had a young man tell me one time that he thought “premarital sex was ok as long as no one got hurt”.


The only problem, someone always gets hurt. This mindset is mocking God and we are warned. “Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap. For he that soweth unto his own flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth unto the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap eternal life. (Gal 6:7-8)


      It is hard not to be deceived but Paul’s admonition will serve us well.


“prove all things; hold fast that which is good; abstain from every form of evil. (1 Thess. 5:21-22)
