Choosing to Live


I call heaven and earth as witnesses today against you, that I have set before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life, that both you and your descendants may live. (Deuteronomy 30:19)


We have a choice whether to live in God or to die apart from Him, and as long as our earthly sojourn continues He is always urging us to choose life. "Life and death" and "blessing and cursing" are set before us. Therefore, God says, "Choose life." And we are encouraged to do this not only for our own sakes but also for the sake of our descendants.


Life and death are not fates that are forced upon us; we have the freedom to choose between them. In giving us our freedom, God apparently desired beings who could respond voluntarily to His love. Don’t Even Think About it

      Where I used to live, the church building was located right across the street from the county fairgrounds.  Parking was always an issue.  Each year, the city posted abundant No Parking signs in an effort to control the problem.  I remember one that really stood out.  It read:  Don’t Even THINK About Parking Here.


     I have thought a lot about the practical lesson that little sign teaches.  Parking in an illegal place begins with the idea to do it.  No idea, no doing.  The same can be said for sin.  It begins with an idea, with a desire.  “But each one is tempted when he is carried away and enticed by his own lust.  Then when lust conceives, it gives birth to sin…” (James 1:14-15).


     The next time the idea of sin comes up, follow the advice of that little sign:  don’t even THINK about it!  Don’t turn it over in your mind, debating whether to proceed or not.  Don’t look around for excuses which you might use for justification.  Just put it out of your mind.  It is a sure way not to sin.


    “But the things that proceed out of the mouth come from the heart, and those defile the man.  For out of the heart come evil thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications, thefts, false witness, slanders.  These are the things which defile the man” (Matthew 15:18-20).





		





sacrificed.  “For I desire goodness, and not sacrifice; and the knowledge of God more than burnt-offerings” (Hosea 6:6).  It is clear in these passages that God wants the heart, the will, the all of man—not mere outward acts.


In Hebrews 10:4-9, the Hebrew writer chose the very words of the psalmist in our text to describe the perfect obedience of Christ.  Jesus’ attitude toward His father was this: “I am come to do thy will” (verse 9).  He was so committed to this that He made the ultimate sacrifice: “But now once at the end of the ages hath he been manifested to put away sin by the sacrifice of himself” (9:26).  God calls for a similar sacrifice from every believer (Romans 12:1; Luke 9:23).





We must learn, then, that the externals of worship are secondary to the subjecting of our wills to God.  God has nothing against sacrifice as such as long as it is a true indication of spirituality in one’s heart.  This fact is strongly emphasized in many New Testament passages: “For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and on their heart will I also write them” (Hebrews 8:10).  “Speaking one to another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody with your heart to the Lord” (Ephesians 5:19).  See also 1 Corinthians 11:26-29; 13:1-3; 14:15.





Does God delight in your offerings of service, praise and worship?  Or does He hate them? Put this psalm into practice and look carefully to your heart to find the answer.











The Sacrifice of Obedience

“Sacrifices and offering thou hast no delight in… burnt-offering and sin-offering hast thou not required…I delight to do thy will, O my God; Yea, thy law is written within my heart” (Psalm 40:6-8).

















Why would the psalmist say that God had not required offerings and that He had no delight in them?  Had He not commanded the Israelites to bring them?  Yes, He had.  But God was more concerned with the heart and attitude of the offerer than the offering itself.  This is the point of the psalmist’s statement.





Samuel had already preached this fact to a disobedient King Saul who refused to slay all the Amalekites and instead brought back the best of the cattle to sacrifice to God.  Samuel said, “Hath Jehovah as great delight in burnt offerings and sacrifices as in obeying the voice of Jehovah?  Behold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to hearken than the fat of rams” (1 Samuel 15:22).  You see, God wants His servant to have an inward heart of submission’ He is not primarily concerned with the outward act.  Sacrifice and offering are nothing to God without this corresponding spirit of obedience in the offerer.





This point is so vital that the Scripture teaches that any other sacrifice is actually distasteful to God.  “What unto me is the multitude of your sacrifice?  saith Jehovah: I have had enough of the burnt-offering of rams, and the fat of fed beasts…Bring no more vain oblations; incense is an abomination to me…Your new moons and your appointed feasts my soul hateth; they are a trouble unto me; I am weary of bearing them” (Isaiah 1:1-14).  It should be observed that the items that God hated here were the very things He had commanded them to do.  He despised them, however, not because of the acts themselves, but because of the otherwise unrighteous lives of those who 
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Speaking of Himself, Jesus said, "God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved" (John 3:17). And He told His disciples, "I have come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly" (John 10:10).


Although there is some difficulty in choosing the life that God offers, it is no difficulty at all compared to that which is encountered on the path to death. And choosing life over death is also easier than living in the limbo that results from not deciding. The person who won't make a choice or take a stand is going to get the most difficult of all lives. Nothing is more exhausting than procrastination, and nothing is more destructive than indecision. So when the God who created us calls upon us to "choose life," it's time to determine our course. "God has no need of marionettes. He pays men the compliment of allowing them to live without him if they choose. But if they live without him in this life, they must also live without him in the next" (Leon Morris).
