“Spiritual Rehab” 


"Those who are well have no need of a physician, but those who are sick” (Matt 9:12) NKJV


    Without a doubt one of the greatest physical blessings we have in this country is medical health care and our access to it. Despite the ridiculous intervention of government and the changes in how it is administered (to gain political points), the American health care system functions successfully. 


     Thousands of men and women dedicate their lives to research and study all kinds of diseases and illnesses to bring about a cure for the things that befall us. At the same time thousands more put into practice the things passed on to them to give us relief from our illnesses and a better quality of life. Skilled surgeons and specialists in every field, can put Humpy Dumpty back together again. 


     In spite of all of this skill and care, the body has a way of showing it’s hurt by slowing down or stopping altogether activities that were so normal. To accelerate the physician’s work, we have physical rehabilitation by which lost motor skills can be relearned over time. Physical therapy works because it forces the patient, (with the help of others) to use the effected motor skill until it can function on its own.    We are hearing some rather strange expressions these days.  A man was telling us recently that he had gone forward the Sunday before to be “reinstated.”  A woman said he was thinking of “going back into the church.”  Are such expressions a problem in terminology?  Or are we faced with a problem in concept?  Are people thinking of the church as an organization similar to the PTA, in and out of which they can go at will, returning simply to be “reinstated”?





Unfaithfulness is not just a matter of dropping out of the church for a while.  It is a matter of trampling “the Son of God underfoot”; of insulting “the Spirit of Grace””; of giving “occasion to the enemies of the Lord to blaspheme”; of turning one’s back on the Lord and His promises; of living in sin and flirting with eternal damnation.  Imagine a person’s being in such a position, and then coming forward to be “reinstated”!  What that person needs to do is repent, fall on his knees before God, confess to Him and to his brethren, “I have sinned,” and cry to God for mercy.





We are not questioning God’s mercy.  He is prepared to forgive His wayward child; to run to him, fall on his neck, and kiss him; to place the best robe on his back, a ring on his finger, shoes on his feet; to kill the fatted calf and be merry.








How Do I Respond to God?

God is a God of Grace.  Does that mean I don’t need to worry too much about sin, but just trust His grace?  Romans 6 answers: “What shall we say then?  Are we to continue in sin so that grace may abound?  May it never be!  How shall we who died to sin still live in it?”  (verses 1-2).  “Therefore, do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you should obey its lusts” (verse 13).





God is a God of love.  Does that mean I can just love God and not have to be too particular about His commandments, about having Bible authority for all I do?  1 John 5 responds: “By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God and keep His commandments.  For this is the love of God that we keep his commandments; and His commandments are not burdensome” (verses 2-3).





God is a God of hope.  Does that mean I should hope for Him to accept me into heaven “just as I am”?  1 John 3 replies: “Beloved, now we are children of God, and it has not appeared as yet what we will be.  We know that when He appears, we will be like Him, because we will see Him just as He is.  And everyone who has this hope fixed on Him purifies himself, just as He is pure” (verses 2-3).


				





  But this abundant forgiveness is for that wayward child who returns with a full recognition of his sin and unworthiness, who confesses his sins, who asks, not to be “reinstated” as a son, but to be received back only as a hired servant.  Forgiveness is for the penitent.





May the Lord help us to see sin in its true ugliness, to “abhor what is evil” and “cling to what is good,” to remember the price paid by our Lord for our forgiveness, to be faithful, and to humbly acknowledge our sins when we do fall.  And when we are forgiven, let us not speak glibly of “going back into the church,” but let us speak of the grace of God that could save “a wretch like me.”  “Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted” (Matthew 5:4).

    In the early days of His ministry Jesus declared Himself a physician who had come to save the lost (Mark 2:17). By the miracles of healing the physical sick He showed His authority to forgive sin (Mark 2: 10) although that was not His purpose. He said: And if any man hear my sayings, and keep them not, I judge him not: for I came not to judge the world, but to save the world. 


(John 12:47). 


     By the sacrifice of his own life the Great Physician brought salvation to all who are lost in sin. When we consider God’s plan of salvation we see that in the blood of Jesus all can be healed of their sins, but can we stay that way? The answer is “Spiritual Rehabilitation” and we all need it.


     Sadly, many do not avail themselves of the fellowship of those of “like precious faith” and miss the healing that it affords.


     When Jesus said: I will build my church; and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it (Matt 16:18), it included a support system that sends Satan fleeing, --- that is spiritual rehab, but you cannot find its benefits at home.  


 I have heard some express a desire to get back to taking part in the worship service and that is good rehab, but you can’t do that at home. 


It requires a desire and an effort to fellowship with the Saints.     


Consider the words of the Hebrew writer: and let us consider one another to provoke unto love and good works; not forsaking our own assembling together, as the custom of some is, but exhorting (one another); and so much the more, as ye see the day drawing nigh. (Heb. 10:24-25)
