Worship Changes Us


But we all, with unveiled face beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are transformed into the same image from glory to glory, even as from the Lord the Spirit. (2 Cor 3:18)





     If you research the word worship, whether from the Old Testament Hebrew or the New Testament Greek, most scholars use pretty much the same phrases to describe it. Words like “bow down", "prostrate", "fall down" or "hold in awe" are used as the action of expressing worship. It is, however, far more than just bowing down to something or someone. It is to submit oneself to that object of worship. Other forms of the word carry the idea of laboring for or serving the object of worship. One of the more interesting words is "astabh" translated to "carve", "fabricate", or "fashion" some object based on the effect it's worship has had on the worshipers, i.e., the golden calf of Exodus 32. It is rightly said, "Worship changes the worshipers into the image of the worshiped". 


      When Israel took for themselves "strange gods" (Deut. 32: 16), they became like the nations around them to the point that God rejected them completely. (Hosea 1) When Paul spoke of the plight of the Gentiles who choose not to honor God, he said, "professing themselves to be wise, they became fools, and changed the glory of the incorruptible God for the likeness of an image of corruptible man, and of birds, and four-footed beasts, and creeping things. (Rom 1:22-23) Because they worshiped the creature rather than the Creator, (vs. 25) it was with devastating results (vs. 26-27), and God gave them up to a "reprobate mind" (vs. 28).      For what is a man profited, if he shall gain the whole world, and lose his own soul?  


(Matthew 16:26).  This solemn question posed by the Lord was in connection with the announcement He had made to His disciples that He must go to Jerusalem to suffer, die and rise again (v. 21).  Peter, distraught by the message, and missing the part about resurrection, took Jesus and rebuked him, “Be it far from thee Lord; this shall never be unto thee.”  Imagine someone virtually telling the Lord, “You just don’t know what you’re talking about!”


     The Lord rebuked Peter, and rightfully so, for his impertinence and his lack of spiritual acumen.


     “Get thee behind me, Satan; thou art a stumbling-block unto me; for thou mindest not the things of God, but the things of men.”  Then, as Jesus so frequently did, He used the occasion for imparting important spiritual principles.


1.  Not only am I going to die, but My true followers must be willing to die for Me and My cause.  “If any man would come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, and follow me” (v. 24).


2.  Whoever would save his life by denying Me will lose everything.  Anyone who loses his life for My sake will gain the true life (v. 25).


     Peter needed to hear these statements, but he isn’t the only one.  


    








     You and I need reminding over and over about what’s really important in life.  It’s so easy to lose perspective and lose sight of what’s truly valuable.


     There’s more to life than making a profit on every transaction.


     Jesus poses this question: “What is the profit, if you gain the whole world and lose your soul?”  Peter and the other disciples had to answer that question.  Eventually, Peter got it right, but his first test was a miserable failure.  When he thought his life was on the line, he denied that he even knew Jesus.  He lost so much in that denial:  his honesty, his dignity, his companionship with Jesus.  If he hadn’t repented, he would have lost his soul.  Thankfully, Peter overcame his failure and one day later in his life, he gave himself as a martyr for the cause of Christ (John 21:18, 19).  He lost his life, but look what he got in exchange!


     The question is still there, in black and white, to be answered by you and me.  What’s the profit, if you gain things in this life, but end up losing your soul?  Contemplate a couple of ”gains” that can result in great loss.


1.  Wealth.  Some are convinced that the only thing in life is the accumulation of wealth.  What if it was possible to obtain every single ounce of gold in the world?  You couldn’t buy forgiveness for one single


sin with it (1 Peter 1:18, 19).  You couldn’t buy your way out of hell with it.  You couldn’t even buy one tiny drop of water to ease the torture (Luke 16:24).  








How sad it is to see people forfeit their souls in the pursuit of riches.  What a grave error the rich young ruler made.  He chose riches over heaven (Matthew 19:22).  Are you making the same mistake?


2.  Popularity.  How many people have sold their souls just to be popular? Why is it that the most popular people in our culture have absolutely zero morals and are godless to the core?  How many in hell would exchange all the adulation of the world for just one moment of peace and comfort?  What profit is there if the masses think you’re great, but you hear the Master say, “Depart from me, I never knew you”?


     Jesus then asked another question on the heels of the first:  “What would a man give in exchange for his soul?”  Jesus isn’t the only one asking that question.  The devil is out there making his rounds and he has an inquiring mind.  He wants to know, “What will you trade for your soul?”  Jesus hopes that your answer will be something like this: “My goal is to live for Christ.  The only exchange I’m interested

It was not that God caused them to do wrong, but the natural results of the objects of their worship. They became fashioned to sin and servants of it. 


     There are so many things (jobs, school, entertainment, sports, fame, the list is endless) that capture our attention and we must be on guard to see that they do not become the object of our worship. When the things of the world become our idols and we become servants to them, they make us into something God does not want us to be.


     On the other hand, as Christians it is a change we should strive to make. Paul wrote that Christians are to be "conformed to the image of His Son" (Rom. 8: 29). It is a natural attribute of true worshippers. We are to become "partakers of the Divine Nature" (II Pet. 1: 4) and God has given us all we need to do so.  (2 Peter 1:3)


     A friend of mine once wrote:


"As we worship a Holy God, we should become holy in our daily lives."


"As we sing of the love of God, we should love our fellow man."


"As we pray to a God who forgives our sins, we ought to forgive those who sin against us."
