Whited Sepulchers





     I remember, as a young boy, my father hiring someone to whitewash the trunks of several 


large trees in our front yard. A mixture of lime, water, salt and flour, whitewash has been used 


from earliest history as a cheap way to cover 


rough ugly surfaces of exterior buildings, fences, stables and the like. The purpose was to hide the truth about the object covered. Not being permanent, however, it would wash away over 


time and the true surface would reappear 


requiring another application of wash.


     With the advent of more permanent paints, whitewash is not used much today but the word 


has come to identify something akin to "verbal whitewash". It is words, other than the truth, 


used in an attempt to cover the truth and it is not unique to our time. (Read Acts 24: 1-3) 


      It is sad indeed, however, when men, 


especially Christians, use "verbal whitewash" to deal with the truth about sin. Jesus, in dealing 


with the Scribes and Pharisees, said, "Woe unto 


you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye 


are like unto whited sepulchers, which outwardly appear beautiful, but inwardly are full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness". (Matt 23


:27) Brethren, we cannot live under a coating of "verbal whitewash" and be pleasing to God. When we attempt to embellish the truth with words that are not completely true, it is hypocrisy and God

will not accept it. Like physical whitewash, "verbal whitewash" is not permanent. It will wash away with time and the ugliness of sin will reappear requiring more wash.


   Jesus said, " But let your speech be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay: and whatsoever is more than these is of the evil (one)". (Matt 5:37) That is to say, face the truth and tell it, anything else is wrong. Sin does not correct itself with time. Letting things "cool off" or "smooth over" does not remove sin. We may forget about it with time, but God does not. God has made it possible to correct the sin in our life and when we fail to do so, it leads to more sin. Sin must be faced with truth and repentance if we are to be forgiven.


     Though "verbal whitewash" may be the way of the world, we are to be transformed from such things. Paul admonishes, " And be not fashioned according to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, and ye may prove what is the good and acceptable and perfect will of God". (Rom. 12:2)

There, above several racks and tables of clothes, was a prominent sign announcing discount prices.  I looked quickly at the merchandise, went on about my business, and left.  But later that evening Tracy and I went back to take advantage of the big sale.

As with these other affected areas, so we find this mindset among those who claim a relationship with God.  The word of God appeals to the most basic needs and desires of our nature.  Like Security.  Happiness.  Peace.  Understanding.  God has manifested Himself to us, and God has answered our questions.  Who are we?  Why are we here?  Where are we going?  The blessings of eternal life and heavenly reward have motivated people for ages.  Truly, this offer, which God has extended, is worth possessing.  We want it.  We need it.  But . . . when does it go on sale?  Lord, can't I have this offer at a discount.  You really don't expect us to pay full price, do you?  You see, Lord, we don't work that way.


     The specific applications of this truth are many and varied.  For some folks, we want the discount in the area of involvement.  Make no mistake, we want salvation, but we don't want to have to do much to gain it.  Yes, we will "accept Jesus as our personal Savior," but will we place in him true faith?  Not just mental assent, mind you, but true faith--reliance upon God which produces discipleship and service (Hebrews 11:6; James 2:14; Galatians 5:6; etc.).  Jesus asked in Luke 6:46, "And why call ye me Lord, Lord, and do not the things which I say?"  I heard a fellow on television just yesterday make this statement:  "It's not enough just to believe in Jesus.  We have to make a commitment to Him."  He's right. 








There are some words in our society that carries with them a powerful ability to move people.  Words like "freedom," "family," "duty," etc.  And, strangely enough, one of the words in that list is "discount."  Attach "discount" to almost anything, and folks will come out of the woodwork to take advantage of it.  Just look around.  Discount shoes, pharmacies, groceries, tires; discount carpeting, lumber, and furniture.  Of course, this should come as no big surprise.  We feel like we've achieved a minor stroke of economic brilliance every time we purchase something of value for less than "full price."  In fact, there are a lot of folks who simply will not purchase something if they cannot secure a discount.  We've come to expect it.


Now, all of that is fine in terms of economic activity.  A man should be wise in dealing with his financial means.  Sadly, however, the mindset which always looks for a discount sometimes creeps into other areas of life in which it is detrimental instead of profitable.  Businesses are constantly plagued with people who expect to be paid full wages in return for discount labor.  Educational concerns weigh heavily on our society, and part of the problem involves the expectation of great success and achievement with minimal effort and commitment--quality education with discounted effort.
