Approved of God





For not he that commendeth himself is approved, but whom the Lord commendeth.  (2 Cor 10:18)





     One of the natural characteristics of children particularly small children is to win the approval of their parents. It is a natural desire that we nurture to encourage them to continue to learn and this is certainly true with their learning about God. I see them coming from the classroom, faces flushed with a big smile, waving a piece of paper with a crudely colored picture or some stickers attached, looking for mom and dad for that approval of their effort. We take pride (and rightly so) in their efforts and successes and see it as an expression of acceptance of our will for them.


      Did you ever stop to think that as God's children He expects us to seek His approval and is pleased when we do so? I am sure that many who profess to be Christians think of themselves approved of God just because they have obeyed the gospel and attend service from time to time. Maybe that’s all God requires of us, but I doubt it. 


     Paul wrote to young Timothy, "Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth". (2 Tim 2:15) Handling aright the word is what makes us approved of God and that comes only from study. We read this passage and think, that’s good advice for a young preacher. We think of it as good advice but never a command and surely not for us.

     Mid-life is a dangerous time.  Wisdom helps. Middle age is the age of covetousness, a time when money means a lot and things are magnified to an unreasonable proportion. It’s a time for being bigger than your neighbor, having more than your siblings, competing with the Joneses.  It’s a time for three-car garages and houses at the lake, a time for seeking influence, making corporate progress, calculating profits.  Wisdom can help.


     Wisdom can show that wealth is not as important as welfare, that health is more important than funds, that people are more important than profits, that there is a retirement in heaven which causes the earthly variety to pale into relative insignificance.  


     Wisdom is useful for the elderly.  Old age often passes itself off as a time for quitting, a time for just relaxing.  Foolish.  Granted, old age has its baggage.  It brings health problems and may force a curtailment of activity, but old age can be more wisely used than some have done.  It’s not just for traveling, seeing new things, and sitting and rocking.  Old age is still a time for serving.  It’s the wisest use of this time in life.


     Here are some suggestions where wisdom is wise at any age:


     It’s wise to listen to God (John 6:68).  God is wisdom.  He is possessed of all knowledge and He uses it better than anyone.  It’s wise to listen to all He says about everything.


     It is wise to live a clean life (Proverbs 2:1-9).  Some people decide to squander their lives on filth and impiety. Foolish.  They all end up at the same place, in misery and bitterness.  If all you’re interested in is “a little fun out of life,” you better live it up, because when it’s over, it’s really over.








     It is wise to love the souls of men (Proverbs 11:30).  No man has the right to wear the name of Christ who does not share the compassionate nature of his Master concerning lost humanity.  Our existence on earth is greatly facilitated by our care and consideration of the spiritual needs of our fellows.


     It is wise to seek peace, not war (1 Peter 3:8-15).  It is inevitable that war—all kinds of war—will come.  But to actively seek war—to relish in it and enjoy it—does not reflect the true character and spirit of the Savior.


     It is wise to stay in your place and wait (1 Peter 2:13-25).  Envy is the bane of our society.  We run after popularity like filings after a magnet.  Foolish.  Every man has his own measure of talent.  It was given by God; it is managed by man.  How foolish to allow our envy of others’ talents to cause us to neglect our own.


     “Because I have called and you have refused: I have stretched out my hand, and no man regarded; but ye have set at naught all my counsel, and would have none of my reproof; I also will laugh at your calamity; I will mock you when your fear cometh … then ye shall call upon me and I will not answer …” (Proverbs 1:24-28).


     It’s dangerous indeed to have such knowledge and wisdom mighty nigh and refuse to appropriate it.

      God's word is all we know about Him and while it is all we need it takes more than just reading a chapter or two now and then to be close to God. We must be a diligent seeker of Him if we are to be approved. (Heb. 11:6)


     I believe that there is an epidemic among the churches where Christians simply do not take the time to study God's word, as they should.  


     True bible knowledge comes from study outside the formal assembly or bible classes. As a class teacher it is not hard to know who has and who has not prepared their lesson. And, if adults and parents have not prepared their own lesson, is it reasonable to think they have spent any time preparing their children for class? What a shame! Would that constitute spiritual child abuse?


      Paul's instruction to Timothy to correctly handle the word of truth was so he would not be put to shame, before God and those whom he would face in the world. When we take stock of our knowledge of God's word and how we handle it are we put to shame? If we are not making the best of study, we should be. 


     I challenge each one to make a commitment to be a part of bible study, with your children, in classes and most important in your home. We must see God's word as the most important thing in our lives.


     May God help us to, "grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ". (II Peter 3:18)

Almost everybody understands wisdom to be applied knowledge.  Wisdom is the ability to take what you know and apply it.  It’s the ability to see the end of a thing from the beginning.  Wisdom is very practical and is perhaps the need of every person who wants to live life and face eternity with the least amount of difficulty.


     Several implications flow naturally out of wisdom.  First of all, it should be obvious that if wisdom is applied knowledge, one cannot apply what he doesn’t know.  Knowledge is the antecedent to wisdom.  “Get knowledge, get understanding.”


     Wisdom is not some ethereal intellectual process that comes from some unknown source.  James 1 says, “If any among you lack wisdom, let him ask of God …” (Verse 5), but that wisdom doesn’t come from some stroke of the supernatural.  It comes in exactly the same way your daily bread comes: you pray for it, then get up off your knees and hustle.  The acquisition of knowledge is hard work.  And it takes lots of knowledge to have a little wisdom.


     Wisdom is an asset to every age in life. In the prologue to the book of Proverbs Solomon says that one purpose of the compilation of his sayings is “to give subtilty to the simple, to the young man knowledge and discretion.”


     Discretion and prudence are things that serve youth well.  Wisdom (knowledge and discretion) is the means by which a youngster is able to preclude a leap into life too quickly.  It helps him know how to avoid needless experimentations with worldly things, to control his tongue, to keep away from bad habits, to watch out for other youthful temptations.
