Just Desserts





Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap. (Gal 6:7)


      For as many people who believe they can serve God on their terms, as it pleases them, there are as many, if not more who believe that God is just to good, to loving, to merciful to condemn anyone to eternal punishment.   But, is that a reasonable expectation of God? If God is so inclined, it surely makes null and void His commandments to everyone. We might as well ignore God all together. If we expect no punishment for wrongdoing, how can we expect reward for righteousness? 


       The Hebrew writer speaking of sinning willfully said there is no more sacrifice for sin, only judgment. He goes on to say, " It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God. (Heb 10:31) This statement most likely comes from the statement of David when in arrogance he defied God and disobeyed by numbering the people. (II Sam. 24; I Chron. 21) When he realized his sin, he knew that he would not go unpunished. Afraid to make a choice of the punishment God offered, he threw himself upon the mercies of God and said, " I am in a great strait: let me fall, I pray, into the hand of Jehovah; for very great are his mercies: and let me not fall into the hand of man.  (1 Chron. 21:13)

The Greatest Issue of Life

If we wish God's will to be "done on earth as it is in heaven," we will be found doing Christians May Deceive Themselves


     We may be deceived into thinking that we do God's will instead of ours by the fact that we made one great decision to let God's will be done in our lives.  We may have been very sincere, but preferring God's will is a lifetime proposition, not a one-time decision.


     We may be deceived by the fact that we do most of what God wants us to do.  King Saul (1 Samuel 15) did most of what he had been commanded to do, and he apparently considered himself obedient.  But God did not.  The fact that his will and God's were the same, part of the time, did not change the fact that he was doing what he wanted to do all of the time.  Many of us do most of what God asks, but we continue to hold out in some areas.  When we do this, we are doing our own will all along--not God's.


     We may also be guilty of "twisting" the Scriptures as some did according to 2 Peter 3:16.  Instead of fitting our will to God's will, we twist His words to make them fit what we want to do.  People in the first century did so to their own destruction," and so do we.


Testing Our Commitment


     We may test the genuineness of our commitment by the manner in which we pray.  Jesus taught us to pray, "Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven" (Matthew 6:10).  Do we view prayer as a means of changing God's mind so that He will do what we want Him to do?  Or do we view prayer as a means of having His will done in our lives?


Our conduct tests our commitment.  Jesus not only prayed that God's will be done--He did it.  If we genuinely do it, always,








    The greatest issue of life is not what education we will get or where.  It is not what occupation we will pursue or whom we will marry.  Nor is it even a decision regarding baptism or church membership.  Important as these issues are, they are transcended by another.


     Without a doubt, the greatest issue of life that each of us must decide is:  "Whose will shall be done in my life, mine or God's?


     A right decision may be more difficult for our generation than it has been for others.  In the past, most people learned to subject their own will, first to parents, then to teachers, then to kings, and even to masers or employers.


     Now it is different.  Many children have been raised by parents who give them free rein to "express themselves.    A student in our area recently acted in a very obscene manner on the school stage; she was suspended but guess who was fired.  The principal.  Laws are no longer to be respected if we disagree with them, and "life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness" are interpreted to mean that citizens have a right to do whatever makes them happy.


     Some people who hold such libertarian views behave themselves fairly well, but increasing numbers are following such philosophy to its logical conclusion and literally doing what they please.  One man wrote:  "If I really want to do something, I don't particularly care if it's legal, illegal, moral, immoral or amoral.  I want to do it, so I do it."  It is little wonder that ours is a society, which has come to accept promiscuous sex, drug abuse, rape, robbery, murder, arson, and violence of all kind.    











our attitude reveals how much we really desire God's will to be done.  Mere obedience to hard commands may not prove that we want His will to be done but doing them cheerfully does (2 Corinthians 9:7).  Even slaves were told to serve their masters "doing the will of God from the heart, with good will doing service" (Ephesians 6:6-7).  That would be hard.  In fact, it would be impossible for anyone who had not from his heart said, "In my life, Thy will be one!"


Why Do God's Will--Not Our Own?


     It is the way of humility.  It is an acknowledgement that "the way of man is not in himself; it is not in man who walks to direct his own steps" (Isaiah 55:8-9), and His love assures that His will for us is "for our good always" (Deuteronomy 6:24).


    It is the way of happiness.  Scripture states it (1 Peter 3:10-12), but our own observations and experience confirm it.  The happiest people we know are those doing God's will, and the happiest times of our own lives have been when we have sacrificed our will to do His.


     It is the way of liberty.  When we truly make God's will our will, we can then literally do whatever we want to do.


     It is the way of hope.  When we come to die, the only consolation we have is that, as we have allowed God's will to be done in our lives, it will now be done in His raising us to glory.  This what God wants for us, and then it will be easy to say, "Thy will be done,"

Leaving the choice to God, He sent a pestilence upon Israel and the result was the death of seventy thousand men.        On the other hand, the joyful hope of man is that as certain as God's vengeance is upon the ungodly (II Thess. 1: 7-8) so is His mercy upon the righteous. 


     Although he suffered much for the cause of Christ, Paul's assurance was based upon this knowledge. He said, " henceforth there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give to me at that day; and not to me only, but also to all them that have loved his appearing. (II Tim. 4: 7-8) 


      We too will receive our "just desserts", only let us so live before God that it will be the eternal joy of heaven and not the eternal punishment of hell.
