Lesson 1: Ephesians 1

March 2008

1. Read verses 3-6.  What does he mean by “every spiritual blessing”?

2. What does he mean by we were “chosen” and “having predestined us to adoption”?

3. Read verses 7 & 8.  Explain how his “wisdom and prudence” somehow redeemed us as described.

4. Read 9-10.  Pretty complex thoughts- try to re-phrase them in a series of thoughts or ideas.

5. Read 11-12.  Explain how what and how we “inherit” as described here (see question 2).

6. Read 13-14.  We trusted, God sealed via the Holy Spirit.  That “seal” or guarantor, is a legal term still in use today, that Paul used as an example to give us a better understanding.  See if you can draw the parallels, briefly.

7. Read 15-16.  What had Paul heard?  What had he, in turn, done for them?  Any lessons for us?

8. Read 17-19.  The central thought of Paul’s prayer for them is found in these three verses.  Describe them, and explain why every Christian needs to understand these things.

9. Read 20-21.  A slight shift in thought- Paul describes the “mighty power” that God demonstrated- a mighty power that clearly demonstrates much.  Just how much power and honor has God given Jesus?

10. List another passage that further describes the power or authority of Christ, that we may discuss these together in class.

11. Read 22-23.  Explain, in modern English, what is meant by these teachings.
