3) What did David command his 3 leaders, concerning his son Absalom?  Did they obey him?

4) Describe the results of the battle.

5) Why did the man say that he did not kill Absalom?  Did he do the right thing?

6) Who went to tell David about the results of the battle?  What did each of them tell David?  

Chapter 19

1) Describe the extent to which David mourned for Absalom.

2) How did Joab convince David that he should stop mourning for Absalom, and start leading the people again?

3) Which tribes were willing to accept David back as king again?

4) Who apologized to David, on his way back to the throne?  Do you think he was sincere?

5) According to Mephibosheth, what had his servant done to him?  What was this servant’s name?

6) Who was Barzillai, and what had he previously done for David?  What did David want to do for him?

7) Describe the quarrel between the men of Judah and Israel over bringing the king back to Jersusalem.

Reading:  
Psalms 14

Memory Verse:  “  Psalms 22:1

Psalms of forgiveness and crying to God for help (Example – Psalms 18, 25)

Questions - Psalm 14

1) Why is it foolish to say that there is no God?

2) The apostle Paul quotes verses 1-3 in Romans 3:9-12.  Can you explain what he is trying to teach us there?

Psalms of crying to God for help, along with thanksgiving and praise (Example – Psalm 54)

Questions - Psalm 54

1) According to the introduction of the psalm, what event in David’s life was this psalm associated with?

2) In which verses does David ask for deliverance?

3) What did David praise God for?  Why does he ask God for deliverance in one section, and praise Him as though He had delivered him, in another section of the psalm?

Psalms expressing the feeling that God had forsaken them, along with assurance that God would ultimately deliver them (Example – Psalm 13, 22)

Questions - Psalm 22

1) What was David’s complaint to God?   In the New Testament, who quoted the first part of verse 1, and why?  (Have you ever felt like God has forsaken you?)

2) What were some of the difficulties that David was experiencing at this time.

3) Would God answer him, based on verses 21-24?

Reading:  
Psalms  8, 104, 105, 115

Psalms that praise God as the Creator and Provider (examples:  Psalms 8, 104)

Questions – Psalm 104

1) Which verses discuss something about the creation?

2) List at least 5 things that God has provided for either man or animals, using verses from this psalm.

Psalms that praise God for His mighty works toward Israel (example:  Psalms 105)

Questions – Psalm 104

1) The first (verses 1-8) part of the psalm has to do with praise for God, while the second (verses 9-45) part has to do with some of Israel’s history.  How do these two sections fit together, or in other words, why do you think the psalmist discusses some of Israel’s history?

2) Which periods of Israel’s history does this psalm discuss?

3) Write 3 good questions about Israel’s history, using this psalm.  Make sure that you know the answers!

Psalms that praise God for Who He Is (example:  Psalms 115)

Questions – Psalm 115

1) List the things that an idol can not do.

2) How are people who make idols, like the idols (verse8)?

3) How is God superior to all other “gods”?

Psalms 1, 14, 15, 73, 128

Memory Verse:  “Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor stands in the path of sinners, nor sits in the seat of the scornful:” Psalms 1:1

Psalms that deal with the wickedness of men  (Example – Psalms 14)

Questions - Psalm 14

3) Why is it foolish to say that there is no God?

4) Read Romans 3:9-12.  The apostle Paul quotes Psalms 14:1-3 in the Romans passage.  Can you explain what he is trying to teach us there?

5) Describe the wicked in this psalm.

Psalms showing a contrast between the wicked and the righteous  (Example – Psalm 73)

Questions - Psalm 73

4) Why did Asaph (the author) say that he “nearly slipped”?  

5) List some of the things that make it appear that the wicked prosper.

6) What did Asaph think at first, when he saw the wicked prosper (verses 13-16)?  Why did he change his mind?

7) What is the ultimate destiny of wicked people?

Psalms about those whom God will bless (Examples – Psalms 1, 15, 128)

Questions - Psalms 1, 15, 128

4) Using all 3 psalms, make a list of the characteristics of those whom God blesses.  (Example:  Psalms 128:1  One that fears the Lord.)  List as many as you can, and include verse numbers.

Reading:  
Psalms  49, 82, 90

Psalm that shows the foolishness of trusting in riches  (Psalm 49)

Questions – Psalm 49

1) Who does the author say should listen to his words? 

2) What can those who trust in wealth not do? Why not? 

3) Describe how foolish people view their houses and lands? Why is this kind of thinking foolish?  Read Lk 12:16-21.  What mistake did the rich fool make in this parable? 

4) What eventually happens to rich people, according to verses 13-14?  What about the righteous (verse 15)? 

Psalm that contrasts the eternal nature of God with man’s short life  (Psalm 90)

Questions – Psalm 90

1) Why should we think of God as everlasting, based on verses 1-5? 

2) In what ways does this psalm describe man’s short life? 

3) Explain verse 12 in your own words.

Psalm requesting justice (Psalm 82)

Questions – Psalm 82

1) Which judge is over all?  

2) What did God want His judges to stop doing?  What does it mean to show partiality?  What did God want them to start doing? 

3) What do you think God expects from people who act as judges today?
