Don't try to answer the questions as you read the text, as we'll be using both Kings and Chronicles and the answers will only occur to you after you've read both passages.  Proper preparation means you'll be learning your Bible– and isn't that why we do this?  Everyone should have a copy of the Waldron’s book “Till There Was No Remedy”.  It is an excellent commentary on the material we will cover.  

2. If you don't understand a question I've asked, it may be it was a poorly worded question.  Try not to leave it blank.   Call me at 770-886-5511 or on my cell phone (during work days) at 770-530-5733.  Make it a personal goal for this class not to come to class with an unanswered question. ( 

3. Use each other as a resource.  We have a great group of Bible students in this class.  Call each other and bounce your ideas off each other for questions that are particularly challenging.  It'll stimulate your gray cells and we all need to do that.  This is a good way for us to get to know each other better as we challenge each other to learn new things about the Divided Kingdom.  We have a lot of material to cover, so let's get started!

3. What miracles did God work while Elijah was staying with the widow?  What effect did the miracle, involving the woman’s son, have on her?

4. Who was Obadiah?  What was he afraid of when Elijah told him to summon Ahab?

5. Describe the contest on Mt. Carmel.  When all was said and done, what were the effects of this contest?

6. How far did Elijah run to escape Jezebel’s wrath?  What words did God use to comfort Elijah, and what did he ask him to do?

7. What “terms” were Ahab and elders of Israel not willing to accept from the Syrians (I Kings 20)?  What was wrong with the Syrians’ theory about “the gods of the hills”.  Can you think of any 21ST century applications?

8. Do you think Naboth was being selfish, refusing to sell his vineyard?  How would you describe Ahab’s and Jezebel’s actions in taking the vineyard.  How is she characterized in Rev 2:20?

11. How did Jehoshaphat and Judah defeat the people of Ammon, Moab, and Mount Seir?  What mistake did Jehoshaphat make toward the end of his life?

13. Explain Micaiah’s response in I Kings 22:15.  What did Ahab do to Micaiah? What ever happened to Micaiah?

3. What did Jehoshaphat do when he heard that the people of Ammon, Moab, and Mount Seir were coming against Judah?  What are the main thoughts that he expressed in his prayer?  Did Jehoshaphat show good leadership?

4. How did Judah defeat the people of Ammon, Moab, and Mount Seir?  Describe the spoil.  

5. Summarize the reign of Jehoshaphat.  

6. Who did Ahaziah turn to to find out his fate?  What was God’s message to him?

7. What was the physical description of Elijah?  Who in the New Testament was like him?  (List some verses that describe the NT person.)

14. According to Obadiah, what was the chief sin of Edom?

15. Research: how was Israel and Judah related to the Edomites?  (Who was their father?)

16. According to the text, by what standard would they be judged?

17. What contrast was given between the houses of Jacob and Esau?

( lesson 8 – August 3, 2003: Elijah, Naaman and Jehu’s Rise
Read II Kings 4:1 - 10:17;  II Chronicles Chaps. 22:1-8   Answer the following questions:

1. What good things had the Shunammite woman done for Elisha?  What did Elisha do for the woman?  

2. To what length did the Shunammite woman go to help her dead son?  Describe what Elisha did to bring the child back to life.  Why do you suppose that it took 2 attempts to raise him?

3. What lessons can we learn from the young Israelite girl who served Naaman’s wife?  What was the reaction of the king of Israel concerning the king of Syria's letter?  Why? 

4. How did Elisha communicate to Naaman the cure?  Why did Naaman at first refuse to wash in the Jordan?  How does the story of Naaman’s cleansing show the relationship between faith and works?

5. What did Naaman ask concerning Rimmon?  Why?  Who was Gehazi, and how did he get leprosy?

6. What did Elisha do that aggravated the king of Syria?  After being surrounded by the Syrians, what did Elisha say to console his servant.  What did his servant see?  What do you “see” as far as any personal applications?

7. What caused the famine in Samaria, and how bad was it?  What did Elisha predict about the end of the famine, and how did it come true?  Why was the king’s officer trampled in the gate?  

8. Why did Ben-Hadad send Hazael to Elisha?  What was Elisha’s answer to Hazael, and was he encouraging Hazael to lie?  What did Elisha predict that Hazael would do to the children of Israel?

8. How long was he hidden from Athaliah?  How old was Joash when he was anointed?

9. Why was Jehoiada so careful to protect Joash?  Describe how they protected during his anointing.

10. How did Athaliah find out what was going on?  What did she do?  

11. What did Jehoiada command concerning her followers?  Concerning her?

12. Describe the three-way covenant made by Jehoiada.  What do you think this covenant consisted of? 

13. Who destroyed the temple of Baal, and why?  Why was the killing of Mattan important?

Read Joel, II Kings 12:1 - 14:20;  II Chronicles Chaps. 24-25.  Answer the following questions:

1. Approximately when was the book of Joel written?  What form of punishment was God sending, and to whom (Chapters 1 and 2)?  

2. Explain Joel 2:12-13 in your own words.  How would these things apply to us?  

3. What was God promising in Joel 2:28-32?  When were these things fulfilled?
4. What were some of the good things that Joash of Judah did.  What happened to the temple, that it needed to be repaired by Joash in the first place?  
5. Describe the turn of events in Judah, after Jehoida died.  Does II Chronicles 24:2 make sense, in light of Joash’s wicked deeds? 
6. Who was Zechariah, and what happened to him?  Find some New Testament references to this murder.  Do these passages give any additional details?

7. How did God punish Judah and Joash for their sins?  

8. II Chronicles 25:2 states that Amaziah did what was right, “but not with a loyal heart”.  Give some examples of this in his life.  

9. After hiring soldiers from Israel, Amaziah was reluctant not to use them in battle.  What did the man of God say to persuade him to not bring the army of Israel?  What can we learn from this?  

10. What happened when Judah fought against Israel?  How did Amaziah die?  

( lesson 11 – August 13, 2003:  Amaziah and Jonah
II Kings 13:14 - 14:20; II Chronicles 25; Jonah

1. Joash, whose death we've already studied, comes before Elisha.  What does he say?  What does it mean?

2. What two things did Elisha command Joash to do?  What did Elisha say that each of them meant?

3. What final miracle was attributed to Elisha after his death?

4. Why was God gracious to Jehoahaz about the cities that were recaptured?  What does this teach you?

5. Briefly describe the rule of Amaziah, including his age, reign, his heart, etc.

6. Describe those whom he killed or had killed.

7. Whom did he first challenge, and what was the outcome?

8. What had the prophet of God told him before the battle?

9. Whom did he next challenge, and what was the outcome?

10.  How did he die?  Why?

11.  Read the book of Jonah.  Where is Nineveh, and how far was it from Israel?   Where did he go instead? What was he trying to do?

12.  Why did not Jonah do what the captain asked him to do?  What effect did the events on the ship have on the others? 

13.  What happened to Jonah?  Describe seven of the key points of his prayer( on the back):

( lesson 12 – August 17, 2003:  Jonah, Uzziah and Amos
Jonah; II Kings 14:21-22; II Chronicles 26:1-15; Amos

NOTE:

Answer on the back, or on separate sheet of paper.  We may not answer all the questions in class, but remember we are getting caught up.  Do not skip any reading.  The prophetic writings are very important.  Try to read through Amos several times.  Read the first time through without stopping.

1. What was Nineveh’s reaction to Jonah's words?  Contrast this with the Jew’s reaction to God’s prophets.

2. What did God decide to do about Nineveh?  Why?

3. Why was Jonah angry?  Describe how God taught him another lesson.  How do people today do the same thing Jonah did with the plant?

4. What kind of king was Uzziah?  How many years did he reign in Jerusalem?

5. Why did God prosper King Uzziah?  How did God cause him to prosper?

6. What nations did he prophesy against in the first two chapters?  What was the nature of their sins?

7. Give an example of Amos 2:12 today.

8. Who in the New Testament said something similar to Amos 3: 8?

9. Give one overall point for each of the following passages: Amos 1:1-2:8; 2:9-16; 3:1-10, 3:11-4:3

10. In Amos 4:6-13, what had God done to try to get Israel to repent?  When?

11. Read Amos 5.  Select what you think are the five key verses from the chapter.  Defend your answer.

12. What are the chief sins listed in Amos 6?  What examples are given of their destruction?

13. Describe the visions of Amos 7 and his conversations with God.

14. Why did Amaziah complain about Amos?  What was Amos commanded to do?  What was his response?  What was God's response, via prophesy of Amos?

15. What did God say concerning Israel in Amos 8?  Give five examples of the upcoming doom.

16. Where did Amos see the Lord in Amos 9?  What did he tell Amos?  How thorough would God be?  Who specifically would die in Israel?  What would happen in the end?

( lesson 13 – August 20, 2003: Hosea;  Death of Uzziah

Read Hosea, II Kings 14:28 - 15:31.   Answer the following questions:

1. Our reading in II Kings includes a description of 6 kings, excluding Jereboam II.  Briefly describe the reign of each of those kings.  Why was Azariah (Uzziah) struck with leprosy?  (Refer to II Chronicles 26:16-23.)

2. During which kings reign did the prophet Hosea write? 

3. What kind of a woman did Hosea marry, and why?  List the names of their children, and discuss the significance of each.

4. Hosea 2:23 and 1:10 are quoted in Romans 10:26,27.  What is the application there?
5. In Hosea 2:2-13, Hosea describes his wife’s unfaithfulness.  Summarize this description, and show how it related to Israel.  
6. In a future time of faithfulness, what would Israel consider God to be to them?  Whose names would they forget?

7. To what did God liken Israel in Chapter 3?  What would cause Israel to seek the Lord again?  

8. Describe the corruption in Israel.  How important was the knowledge of God’s word back then?  Today?

9. Why did God not want to punish the women who acted as harlots?  Explain Hosea 4:16 in your own words.  

10. What kind of spirit did Israel have?  What eventually would happen to Ephraim, and who did they turn to for help?  

11. How did Hosea describe Ephraim’s and Judah’s faithfulness?  What application did Jesus make of Hosea 6:6?  (See Matt 9:13.)
( lesson 14 – August 24, 2003:  Isaiah
Isaiah 1-6; "Till There Was No Remedy," pages 107-111

Note: The book of Isaiah is one of the most-often quoted books in the New Testament—the book of Matthew in particular.  Some of the most powerful prophesies concerning the Messiah are found here.

1. Read pages 107-111 from the book "Till There Was No Remedy" and then read Isaiah 1.  Which kings did his prophesy concern?  Were these good kings or evil kings?

2. What was the difference between the ox, the donkey and the people of God in Chapter 1?How does God describe them in human form?

3. What would be the difference between they and Sodom & Gomorrah in Chapter 1?

4. Why did God despise their sacrifices and observances of the Law?  What does this tell you about what we can do wrong with our sacrifices today?

5. What did they need to do to make themselves right with God?

6. Can we bargain with God, or does God reason with us? Explain.

7. What will happen to the repentant?  To sinners?

Chapter 2

8. What will be established in the “last days”?  What will flow into it?  Where would the word of the Lord go forth from?

9. Who will be exalted in that day?  

Chapter 3

10. How will it go with the righteous and the wicked?

11. Who does the Lord arise to contend with and enter into judgement with?  Why?

12. What are the daughters of Zion guilty of? What will happen to them?

Chapter 5

13. Explain the song of the vineyard.

14. Who are the six woes pronounced against?  What will the judgement against them be?

Chapter 6

15. Be ready to re-tell what happened in Chapter 6, including where he was, Who he saw, who and what were present, what was said by each person and creature, what happened to Isaiah, the question asked, his answer, and what God commanded that he tell the people.
